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The representative for Morse Brothers presented maps and various documents to the town as required. For the 5 acre Building Inspector sent a letter not recommending this project due to violating town zoning bylaws. Public members spoke on concerns of noise, traffic and damage to side roads. This project is estimated to take 5 years. The Board of Selectmen would like Morse Brothers to create a dust policy if this project takes place.
