Article 43 – Change the Town’s zoning by-law to include a limit on allowed dispensaries to 2 
Moved by Selig and seconded by Meade, the Board unanimously voted to recommend this Article as printed in the warrant.  

Selig will move it on Town Meeting floor and DiSesa will second it.  

Solid Waste

Thorne stated that the Town will have to think about what the long term process is going to be on trash pick-up.  They can do a 1-year deal with Waste Management but then they must think about a 3-5 year deal.
