BOARD OF SELECTMEN
The Board of Selectmen respectfully presents its Annual Report for the year ending December 31, 2019.
After serving the Town of Halifax for many years, not only as a member of the Board of Selectmen and working on several committees, but also as a volunteer for various and sundry projects, Kim Roy sought not to seek re-election and moved with her family to another neighborhood.  She was an ardent supporter of the Town, and she will be greatly missed.   Many thanks go out to Ms. Roy for her dedication to our community and we wish her a happy and healthy future.  We welcomed new member, Gordon C. Andrews.  Gordon also serves on the Halifax School Committee and the Silver Lake School Committee.   

To quote Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., “Life’s most persistent and urgent question is, ‘What are you doing for others?'”  Many individuals in our Town make a difference in our lives volunteering their time and talents in service to our community, whether on a board or committee, or volunteering at our schools, senior center or at community events.  The residents of Halifax have certainly answered that “persistent” question in all they do for others.  Thank you.  

Halifax is constantly looking for alternatives to augment its revenue.  We understand that our limited commercial base places the burden upon our residential taxpayers.  We continue to search for ways to generate commercial business, and we are optimistic that progress will be crafted that will help manage our town more effectively.

The Monponsett Ponds are a great natural resource of the Town of Halifax.  This year we continued treatment for invasive weeds – fanwort – in East Monponsett Pond, as well as alum – purification – treatment for West Monponsett Pond.  

In conjunction with the Monponsett Watershed Association, the Department of Environmental Protection and our elected congressional delegates, we continue to work with Brockton in developing better dam management to help bring the ponds back to their natural flow. We have sent several letters to Brockton reminding them that the 1964 Legislation that allows them to use our ponds for drinking water also gives them a financial responsibility to maintain the ponds.  We also worked with other agencies to obtain two grants.  One grant will study and assist Halifax with our storm water drains and the other would help Brockton to develop an automatic dam control.  
The management of the Monponsett ponds remains one of the Board of Selectmen’s top priorities and we will continue to work with the agencies to protect the use of our ponds including the possibility of introducing new legislation to force Brockton to do what is right.

The Board continues to work with the Building Committee and members of the Council on Aging Board to look at ways to enhance our Senior Center and develop a proposal that the taxpayers would and could support.  Whether it is a “Community Center” that would include various segments of our society or a joint venture shared with other towns, we are anxious to resolve this issue.  We are mindful of the financial limitations of our residents but recognize that the project must reflect the needs of our senior citizens who deserve this consideration.

As to our younger citizens, we are happy to report that the renovations at the Halifax Elementary School are complete and the needs of our community should be provided for many years to come without further financial burden.

You are encouraged to attend – and participate in – our Annual Town Meeting as well as our Special Town Meetings.  The Board of Selectmen meets regularly on the second and fourth Tuesday evenings of each month. You can watch replays of meetings on Cable TV Area 58 Community Access Media – Channel 15 or access them by way of computer.  

It is our intent to put forth our best efforts to serve the Town of Halifax.   We welcome your ideas and suggestions, and if you have any questions, please do not hesitate to contact our office at 781-294-1316.

SECTION 1 - DEFINITIONS


PLASTIC CARRYOUT BAG - A plastic carryout bag is a thin film plastic bag, with handles, provided to a customer by an establishment, used to transport merchandise from the establishment.  Carryout bags do not include bags, typically without handles, used to contain dry cleaning, newspaper, or small bags for fish, meats, produce or other products selected by the consumer to deliver items to the point of sale.


REUSABLE CARRYOUT BAG - A reusable carryout bag is made solely of, or in a combination of, natural cloths, synthetic fibers, or other washable material. It has stitched on handles and is specifically designed for multiple reuse.


RECYCLABLE PAPER BAGS - A recyclable paper bag is 100% recyclable and contains at least 40% post-consumer recycled paper content.


ESTABLISHMENT - An establishment is any business selling food, goods, articles, or personal services to the public.


SECTION 2 – FINDINGS AND INTENT


FINDINGS:  The production and distribution of single use plastic carryout bags significantly impact the environment; contributing to potential injury or death to marine animals through entanglement or ingestion, increasing litter on public and private properties, clogging storm drainage systems, increasing burden to solid waste collection and recycling facilities, and using millions of barrels of crude oil nationwide for their manufacture. These are examples, not a complete list.


INTENT: The purpose of this bylaw is to eliminate the distribution of single use plastic carryout bags by all retail establishments in the Town of Halifax. This is to protect the environment, reduce potential health risks, and promote the use of reusable carryout bags.


SECTION 3 - PLASTIC CARRYOUT BAG PROHIBITION


No establishment in the Town of Halifax, as defined in Section 1, shall provide plastic carryout bags, as defined in Section 1.  Establishments in the Town of Halifax, as defined in Section 1, shall only provide reusable carryout bags, as defined in Section 1, or recyclable paper bags, as defined in Section 1, at the point of sale.


SECTION 4 - ENFORCEMENT


All of the requirements set forth in this bylaw shall take effect within six months of the approval of the Office of the Massachusetts State’s Attorney General and satisfaction of the posting/publication requirements of G.L.c.40, 32. However, if a retail establishment cannot comply with the effective date of this bylaw due to economic hardship, the establishment may petition the Highway Surveyor or his designee for an extension of six months.


This bylaw may be enforced by any agent of the Highway Surveyor.


This bylaw may be enforced through any lawful means in law or in equity, including but not limited to non-criminal disposition pursuant to M.G.L. c.40. Section 21D and the appropriate chapter of the Town’s General Bylaws. 


If a non-criminal disposition is elected, then any establishment that violates any provision of this bylaw shall be subject to the following penalties:


First Offense

Written Warning


Second Offense

$50 Fine


Third Offense

$100 Fine


Fourth Offense

$200 Fine


Each day of violation after written notice, is a separate violation.


SECTION 5 - SEVERABILITY


If any provision of this bylaw shall be held to be invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, then such provision shall be considered separately and apart from the remaining provisions of this bylaw, which shall remain in full force and effect.

(1) The number of units in a multifamily development shall not exceed the number of acres in the parcel on which they are to be built.

(2) Eighty percent (80%) of the total parcel tested on a two-hundred-foot by two-hundred-foot grid must be found to be percable by the Board of Health.

(3) The minimum parcel size shall be ten (10) acres.

(4) No unit shall have any more than two and one-half (2½) stories which contain any amount of living space. This limitation will be enforced by a covenant with the purchaser of each unit.

(5) The minimum front setback shall be seventy-five (75) feet, the minimum rear yard shall be one hundred (100) feet, and there shall be at least one hundred (100) feet between any two (2) buildings. In addition, the required thirty-foot minimum side yard between the development and adjacent properties shall be maintained as a vegetated buffer area free of parking or any structures, and any changes in its natural state shall require approval by the special permit granting authority.

(6) Minimum residential floor area. No multifamily housing, whether condominium or rental, shall be erected, reconstructed, remodeled or altered so that the lowest level (i.e., ground floor or equivalent) of living space per dwelling unit (i.e., in a unit) contains less than seven hundred fifty (750) square feet.

(7) Fire protection in condominium developments.

(a) Every multifamily development, whether condominium or rental, built after 1984 shall install an automatic fire-detection system in each building. This system shall not include the smoke-detection systems unless so directed by the State Building Code or MGL c. 148, § 26C. The automatic fire-detection system shall be wired into the fire station, and the alarm notification system shall be compatible to the present alarm notification system. All expenses of the installation, including the tie-in at the fire station, shall be borne by the developer. The system shall be approved by the Fire Chief before any construction is started on the site. The maintenance of the system shall be the responsibility of the owner or condominium association, if any.

(b) Every multifamily development, whether condominium or rental, built after 1984 shall have a hydrant system which is capable of supplying the required fire flow, plus fifty percent (50%). The water main shall not be less than eight inches in diameter, and the system shall be looped with no dead ends. 
All hydrants shall be set at five hundred (500) feet apart within the development.167:3005-14-2012

(c) Every multifamily development, whether condo minimum or rental, shall supply adequate space in front of each building for fire apparatus to approach the buildings. This open space shall be kept open at all times. If said space is blocked by a vehicle, it shall be towed at the owner's expense. This order to tow may be given by either the Police or Fire Department.
To:

A. Multifamily development
(1) The number of units in a multifamily development shall not exceed the number of contiguous upland acres in the parcel on which they are to be built, as defined by Section 167-10(M).

(2) Percolation testing shall be performed and witnessed by the Board of Health in accordance with 310 CMR 15.00 (Title V) demonstrating that proposed areas for primary and reserve sanitary sewer leaching fields are suitable for development.

(3) The minimum parcel size for a multifamily development shall be ten (10) acres with 110 ft of frontage prior to development.  Each lot containing a multi-family building shall have a minimum of 40,000 square feet in area in accordance with Section 167-10(M).and 150 ft of frontage.

(4) No building shall have any more than two and one-half (2½) stories which contain any amount of living space. This limitation will be enforced by a covenant with the purchaser of each unit.
(5) The minimum front yard shall be seventy-five (75) feet, the minimum rear yard shall be one hundred (100) feet, and a minimum of seventy-five (75) feet shall be provided between any two buildings.  A minimum thirty-foot undisturbed vegetated buffer free of parking or any structures shall be provided between the development and adjacent properties. Any changes in its natural state shall require approval by the Planning Board as part of the Site Plan Review under § 167-28. 

(6) Minimum residential floor area. No multifamily housing, whether condominium or rental, shall be erected, reconstructed, remodeled or altered so that the smallest dwelling unit contains less than seven hundred fifty (750) square feet of living space, excluding areas reserved for parking or garages.

(7) The stormwater management system shall be designed in accordance with the Massachusetts Stormwater Management Handbook and shall meet the Massachusetts Stormwater Management Standards as defined in 310 CMR 10.05(6)(k).

(8) Fire protection in multifamily developments.

(a) Every multifamily development, whether condominium or rental, built after 1984 shall install an automatic fire-detection system in each building. This system shall not include the smoke-detection systems unless so directed by the State Building Code or MGL c. 148, § 26C. The automatic fire-detection system shall be wired into the fire station, and the alarm notification system shall be compatible to the present alarm notification system. All expenses of the installation, including the tie-in at the fire station, shall be borne by the developer. The ZEO shall inspect the structure to ensure that the requirements of Zoning By-law §167-7.D(12)(a) through (c) continued to be satisfied and the permit holder shall provide a sworn affidavit certifying that the requirements of Zoning By-law §167-7.D(12)(a) through(c) continue to be satisfied because the in-law apartment shares a major utility, some shared living space and a shared entrance and is occupied by a relative of the owner and/or resident of the primary dwelling and the in-law apartment has not been converted to an income producing apartment and that any other conditions of approval imposed on the special permit also are satisfied.  If the permit holder does not provide such sworn affidavit and/or the ZEO determines that the stipulations of the permit are not being met, the ZEO shall notify, in writing, the Zoning Board of Appeals and the permit holder of same, and provide the permit holder thirty (30) days after such notification to satisfy the requirements of the Zoning By-Law.  


If the permit holder, within thirty (30) days of such notification, fails to satisfy the requirements of the Zoning By-Law, said special permit shall expire and a new special permit shall be required.

HALIFAX CONSTRUCTION PHASE STORMWATER MANAGEMENT AND SOIL EROSION CONTROL BYLAW

SECTION 1. PURPOSE AND OBJECTIVES

A. The harmful impacts of soil erosion and sedimentation are:

1.
impairment of water quality and flow in lakes, ponds, streams, rivers, wetlands and groundwater;

2.
contamination of drinking water supplies;

3.
alteration or destruction of aquatic and wildlife habitat;

4.
flooding; and

5.
overloading or clogging of municipal catch basins and storm drainage systems.

B. The harmful impacts of increased stormwater runoff are:

1.
damage to public and private property infrastructure;

2.
loss of groundwater recharge;

3.
impairment of surface water quality;

4.
increased flooding of wetlands, streams, rivers, ponds and lakes; and

5.
changes to the public health, public safety and the environment.

C. Purpose

The purpose of this Bylaw is to protect, maintain and enhance the public health, safety, environment and general welfare by establishing minimum requirements and procedures to control the adverse effects of increased post-development stormwater runoff and nonpoint source pollution associated with new development, redevelopment and land uses with potential for increased nonpoint source pollution. It has been determined that proper management of post-development stormwater runoff will minimize damage to public and private property and infrastructure, safeguard the public health, safety, environment and general welfare of the public, protect water and aquatic resources, and promote groundwater recharge to protect surface and groundwater drinking supplies.

D. The objectives of this bylaw are to:

1.
comply with state and federal statutes and regulations relating to stormwater discharges;

2.
establish the Town of Halifax's legal authority to ensure compliance with the provisions of this by-law through inspection, monitoring, and enforcement;

3.
establish decision-making processes surrounding land development and land use activities that protect the integrity of the watershed and preserve the health of water resources;

4.
require that new development, redevelopment and all land use activity maintain the after-development runoff characteristics as equal to or less than the pre-development runoff characteristics in order to reduce flooding, stream bank erosion, siltation, nonpoint source pollution, property damage, and to maintain the integrity of stream channels and aquatic habitats;

5.
establish minimum post-development stormwater management standards and design criteria for the regulation and control of stormwater runoff quantity and quality;

6.
establish minimum design criteria for the protection of properties and aquatic resources downstream from land development and land use activities from damages due to increases in volume, velocity, frequency, duration, and peak flow rate of storm water runoff;

7.
establish minimum design criteria for measures to minimize nonpoint source pollution from stormwater runoff facilities that can be used to meet the minimum post-development stormwater management standards;

  8.
require the use of nonstructural stormwater management with better site design practices or “low-impact development practices” such as reducing impervious cover and the preservation of green space and other natural areas to the maximum extent practicable;

 9.
coordinate new site design plans with existing site plans to utilize natural areas for green space;

 10.
establish provisions for the long-term responsibility for and maintenance of structural stormwater control facilities and nonstructural stormwater management practices to ensure that they continue to function as designed, are maintained, and pose no threat to public health and safety;

 11.
establish provisions to ensure there is an adequate funding mechanism, including surety, for the proper review, inspection and long-term maintenance of stormwater facilities implemented as part of this Bylaw;

 12.
establish administrative procedures for the submission, review, approval or disapproval of Stormwater management plans and for the inspection of approved active projects and long- term follow up;

 14.
establish certain administrative procedures and fees for the submission, review, approval, or disapproval of stormwater plans, and the inspection of approved projects;

 15.
ensure that soil erosion and sedimentation control measures and stormwater runoff control practices are incorporated into the site planning and design process and are implemented and maintained; and

 16.
require practices to control waste such as discarded building materials, concrete truck washout, chemicals, litter, and sanitary waste at the construction site that may cause adverse impacts to water quality.

SECTION 2. DEFINITIONS

ABUTTER:

The owner(s) of land sharing a common boundary or corner with the site of the proposed activity in any direction, including the owner(s) of land within 100 feet of the proposed activity and including land located directly across a street, way, creek, river, stream, brook or canal.

ADMINISTRATIVE STORMWATER MANAGEMENT PERMIT (ASMP): 

A permit issued by the Stormwater Authority after review of an application, plans, calculations, and other supporting documents, which is designed to protect the environment of the Town from the deleterious effects of uncontrolled and untreated stormwater runoff.
AGRICULTURE:
The normal maintenance or improvement of land in agricultural or aqua-cultural use, as defined by the Massachusetts Wetlands Protection Act and its implementing regulations.

ALTER:

Any activity which will measurably change the ability of a ground surface area to absorb water or will change existing surface drainage patterns. Alter may be similarly represented as “alteration of drainage characteristics,” and “conducting land disturbance activities.”

APPLICANT:

Any person, individual, partnership, association, firm, company, corporation, trust, authority, agency, department, or political subdivision of the Commonwealth or the Federal Government to the extent permitted by law, requesting a Stormwater Management and Soil Erosion Control Permit for proposed land-disturbance activity.

AUTHORIZED ENFORCEMENT AGENCY:

The Stormwater Authority, its employees or agents designated to enforce this by-law.

BETTER SITE DESIGN PRACTICES:

Site design approaches and techniques that can reduce a site’s impact on the watershed through the use of nonstructural stormwater management practices. Better site design includes conserving and protecting natural areas and green space, reducing impervious cover, and using natural features for stormwater management.

BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICE (BMP):

Structural, non-structural and managerial techniques that are recognized to be the most effective and practical means to prevent and/or reduce increases in stormwater volumes and flows, reduce point source and nonpoint source pollution, and promote stormwater quality and protection of the environment. “Structural” BMPs are devices that are engineered and constructed to provide temporary storage and treatment of stormwater runoff. “Nonstructural” BMPs use natural measures to reduce pollution levels, do not require extensive construction efforts, and/or promote pollutant reduction by eliminating the pollutant source.

BIOSOLIDS:

Wastewater Septic Treatment Plant sludge that has been treated to ensure that it can be safely applied to land as a fertilizer or soil amendment. Biosolids are further defined in EPA's "Regulations for the Use and Disposal of Sludge" (40 CFR 503), MA DEP's 310 CMR 32.00: Land Application of Sludge And Septage and MDAR's 330 CMR 31.00: Plant Nutrient Application Requirements For Agricultural Land And Land Not Used For Agricultural Purposes.

CERTIFIED PROFESSIONAL IN EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL (CPESC):

A specialist in soil erosion and sediment control who has been certified by a recognized Erosion and Control organization approved by the Stormwater Authority; or who is qualified by demonstrated acceptable evidence of erosion and sediment control education, experience, expertise and continuing professional development courses satisfactory to the Stormwater Authority.

CONSTRUCTION AND WASTE MATERIALS:

Excess or discarded building or site materials, including but not limited to concrete truck washout, chemicals, litter and sanitary waste at a construction site that may adversely impact water quality.

CLEARING: Any activity that removes the vegetative surface cover.

HALIFAX CONSTRUCTION PHASE STORMWATER MANAGEMENT AND SOIL EROSION CONTROL BYLAW:

Also known and referred as the Stormwater Management Bylaw.

EROSION:

The wearing away of the land surface by natural or artificial forces such as wind, water, ice, gravity, or vehicle traffic and the subsequent detachment and transportation of soil particles.

EROSION AND SEDIMENTATION CONTROL PLAN:

A document containing narrative, drawings and details developed by a qualified professional engineer (PE) or a Certified Professional in Erosion and Sedimentation Control (CPESC), which includes best management practices, or equivalent measures designed to control surface runoff, erosion and sedimentation during pre-construction and construction related land disturbance activities.

ESTIMATED HABITAT OF RARE WILDLIFE AND CERTIFIED VERNAL POOLS:

Habitats delineated for state-protected rare wildlife and certified vernal pools for use with the Wetlands Protection Act Regulations (310 CMR 10.00) and the Forest Cutting Practices Act Regulations (304 CMR 11.00).

EPA: United States Environmental Protection Agency.

GENERAL STORMWATER MANAGEMENT PERMIT (GSMP):

A permit issued by the Stormwater Authority after review of an application, plans, calculations, and other supporting documents, which is designed to protect the environment of the Town from the deleterious effects of uncontrolled and untreated stormwater runoff.

LAND-DISTURBING ACTIVITY:

Any activity that causes a change in the position or location of soil, sand, rock, gravel, or similar earth material.

LOW IMPACT DEVELOPMENT PRACTICES:

is a comprehensive land planning and engineering design approach with a goal of maintaining and enhancing the pre-development hydrologic regime of urban and developing watersheds.

MDAR: Massachusetts Department of Agricultural Resources.

MA DEP: Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection.

MASSACHUSETTS ENDANGERED SPECIES ACT: 

(G.L. c. 131A) and its implementing regulations at (321 CMR 10.00) which prohibit the “taking” of any rare plant or animal species listed as Endangered, Threatened, or of Special Concern.

MASSACHUSETTS STORMWATER MANAGEMENT REGULATIONS: The Stormwater Regulations issued by the Department of Environmental Protection, and as amended, that coordinates the requirements prescribed by state regulations promulgated under the authority of the Massachusetts Wetlands Protection Act G.L. c. 131 §. 40 and Massachusetts Clean Waters Act G.L. c. 21, §. 23-56. The Stormwater Regulations address stormwater impacts through implementation of performance standards to reduce or prevent pollutants from reaching water bodies and control the quantity of runoff from a site.

MUNICIPAL SEPARATE STORM SEWER SYSTEM (MS4):

or municipal storm drain system: The system of conveyances designed or used for collecting or conveying stormwater, including any road with a drainage system, street, gutter, curb, inlet, piped storm drain, pumping facility, retention or detention basin, natural or man-made or altered drainage channel, reservoir, and other drainage structure that together comprise the storm drainage system owned or operated by the Town of Halifax.

NEW DEVELOPMENT:

Any construction or land disturbance of a parcel of land that is currently in a natural vegetated state and does not contain alteration by man-made activities.

NONPOINT SOURCE POLLUTION:

Pollution from many diffuse sources caused by rainfall or snowmelt moving over and through the ground. As the runoff moves, it picks up and carries away natural and human-made pollutants, finally depositing them into water resource areas.

OWNER: A person with a legal or equitable interest in property.

PERSON:

An individual, partnership, association, firm, company, trust, corporation, agency, authority, department or political subdivision of the Commonwealth or the federal government, to the extent permitted by law, and any officer, employee, or agent of such person.

POST-DEVELOPMENT:

The conditions that reasonably may be expected or anticipated to exist after completion of the land development activity on a specific site or tract of land. Post-development refers to the phase of a new development or redevelopment project after completion and does not refer to the construction phase of a project.

PRE-CONSTRUCTION: All activity in preparation for construction.

PRE-DEVELOPMENT:

The conditions that exist at the time that plans for the land development of a tract of land are submitted to the Stormwater Authority. Where phased development or plan approval occurs (preliminary grading, roads and utilities, etc.), the existing conditions at the time prior to the first plan submission shall establish pre-development conditions.

PRIORITY HABITAT OF RARE SPECIES: 

Habitats delineated for rare plant and animal populations protected pursuant to the Massachusetts Endangered Species Act and its regulations.

REDEVELOPMENT:

Any construction, alteration, or improvement exceeding land disturbance of 5,000 square feet, where the existing land use is residential commercial, industrial, institutional, or multi-family residential.

RUNOFF:

Rainfall, snowmelt, or irrigation water flowing over the ground surface.

SEDIMENT:

Mineral or organic soil material that is transported by wind or water, from its origin to another location; the product of erosion processes.

SEDIMENTATION: The process or act of deposition of sediment.

SITE:

Any lot or parcel of land or area of property where land disturbing activities are, were, or will be performed.

SLOPE:

The incline of a ground surface expressed as a ratio of horizontal distance to vertical distance.

SOIL: Any earth, sand, rock, gravel, or similar material.

STABILIZATION:

The use, singly or in combination, of mechanical, structural, or vegetative methods, to prevent or retard erosion.

STORMWATER:

Storm water runoff, snow melt runoff, and surface water runoff and drainage.

STORMWATER AUTHORITY:

The Town of Halifax Conservation Commission and the Town of Halifax Planning Board OR its authorized agent(s) who will administer, implement and enforce this bylaw. The Stormwater Authority is responsible for coordinating the review, approval and permit process as defined in this Bylaw.

STORMWATER MANAGEMENT BYLAW:

Also known and referred as the Halifax Construction Phase Stormwater Management and Soil Erosion Control Bylaw.

STORMWATER MANAGEMENT PERMIT:

A permit issued by the Stormwater Authority under this Bylaw.

STRIP:

Any activity which removes the vegetative ground surface cover, including tree removal, clearing, grubbing, and storage or removal of topsoil.

VERNAL POOLS:

Temporary bodies of freshwater which provide critical habitat for a number of vertebrate and invertebrate wildlife species.

VIOLATION:

A failure by any person, individual, partnership, association, firm, company, corporation, or trust to comply with an order issued by the Stormwater Authority or an agent of said Authority.

WATERCOURSE:

A natural or man-man channel through which water flows or a stream of water, including a river, brook, or underground stream.

WETLAND RESOURCE AREA: Areas specified in the Massachusetts

Wetlands Protection Act G.L. c. 131, § 40

SECTION 3. AUTHORITY

This by-law is adopted under authority granted by the Home Rule Amendment of the Massachusetts Constitution, the Home Rule statutes, and pursuant to the regulations of the Federal Clean Water Act found at 40 CFR 122.34.

SECTION 4. APPLICABILITY

This by-law shall apply to all activities/projects that result in land disturbance of more than 5,000 square feet of land that drains to the municipal separate storm sewer system or wetland areas subject to protection under M.G.L. c. 131, § 40. If an activity/project meets the above applicable criteria and is within the specific jurisdiction of the Planning Board under M.G.L.c41 § 81K-GG and/or M.G.L.c.40A, § 9, then the activity/project shall be administered, implemented and enforced by the Planning Board and/or its authorized agent(s) under this bylaw. The Conservation Commission and/or its authorized agent(s) shall administer, implement and enforce all other activities/projects under this bylaw. 

Normal maintenance and improvement of land in agricultural, forestry or aqua-cultural use, as defined by the Wetlands Protection Act regulation 310 CMR 10.4, are exempt. 

Land application of any type of bio-solids on land in agriculture is not exempt under this by-law unless the person applying the bio-solids provides the Stormwater Authority with proof that such use is in compliance with all EPA, MA DEP and MDAR regulations and permits.

SECTION 5. ADMINISTRATION

A. Administrative Authority

The Stormwater Authority, shall administer, implement and enforce this bylaw. Any powers granted to or duties imposed upon the Stormwater Authority may be delegated in writing by Stormwater Authority to its employees or agents.

B. Waiver

The Stormwater Authority may waive strict compliance with any requirement of this by-law, or the rules and regulations promulgated hereunder, where:

1.
such action is not prohibited by federal, state or local statutes and/or regulations,

2.
is in the public interest, and

3.
is not inconsistent with the purpose and intent of this by-law.

C. Rules and Regulations

The Stormwater Authority shall adopt, and periodically amend rules and regulations to effectuate the purposes of this by-law relating to the terms, conditions, definitions, enforcement, fees (including application, inspection, and/or consultant fees), procedures and administration of this Stormwater Management Bylaw by majority vote of the Stormwater Authority, after conducting a public hearing to receive comments on any proposed revisions.

Such hearing dates shall be posted on the Stormwater Authority's website and advertised in a newspaper of general local circulation, at least seven (7) days prior to the hearing date.

After public notice and public hearing, Stormwater Authority may promulgate rules and regulations. Failure by the Stormwater Authority to promulgate such rules and regulations shall not have the effect of suspending or invalidating this by-law.

D. Stormwater Management Manual

The Stormwater Authority will utilize the criteria and information including specifications and standards of the latest edition of the Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection Stormwater Management Regulation and/or an approved Halifax equivalent, for execution of the provisions of this Bylaw. This manual includes a list of acceptable stormwater treatment practices, including the specific design criteria for each stormwater practice. The Stormwater Management Manual and Regulations may be updated and expanded periodically, based on improvements in engineering, science, monitoring, and local maintenance experience. Unless specifically altered in the Stormwater Regulations, stormwater management practices that are designed, constructed, and maintained in accordance with these design and sizing criteria will be presumed to be protective of Massachusetts water quality standards.

E. Administrative Stormwater Management Permit

The Stormwater Authority shall have the authority to develop an Administrative Stormwater Management Permit for commercial buildings, industrial buildings, access roads, subdivision roads, solar arrays, and construction or repair of any nonresidential septic system. Any such General Stormwater Management Permit requirements shall be further defined and included as part of any Stormwater Regulations promulgated as a result of this Bylaw.

SECTION 6. PERMITS and PROCEDURE

A. Application

A completed application for a Stormwater Management Permit shall be filed with the Stormwater Authority. A permit must be obtained prior to the commencement of land disturbing activity that may result in the disturbance of 5,000 S.F. or more and where the land application of bio-solids is proposed. The Stormwater Management Permit Application package shall include:

1.
a completed Application Form with original signatures of all owners;

2.
a list of abutters, certified by the Assessors' Office;

3.
required number of copies of documents including but not limited to the Stormwater Management Report, the Pre- Development and Post-Development Stormwater Calculations, the Pre-Development and Post-Development Construction Stormwater Operation and Maintenance Plan and a separate plan showing the Erosion and Sediment Control Plan as specified in Section 7. of this bylaw or other documents that may be specified in any Stormwater Regulations promulgated as a result of this Bylaw; and

4.
payment of the application and review fees as specified in any Stormwater Regulations promulgated as a result of this Bylaw.

B. Entry

Filing an application for a permit grants the Stormwater Authority or its agent, permission to enter the site to verify the information in the application and to inspect for compliance with permit conditions.

C. Other Boards

The Stormwater Authority shall give one copy of the application package to the Planning Board, the Conservation Commission the Board of Health, the Police Department, the Fire Department and The Department of Public Works.

D. Public Hearing

The Stormwater Authority shall hold a public hearing within twenty-one (21) days of the receipt of a complete application and shall take final action within twenty-one (21) days from the time of the close of the hearing unless such time is extended by agreement between the applicant and the Stormwater Authority.

Notice of the public hearing shall be given by the Stormwater Authority by posting a public hearing notice on the Stormwater Authority's Website, by posting the public hearing notice with the Town Clerk and by the applicant sending a public hearing notice by first-class mailings to abutters at least seven (7) days prior to the hearing. The Stormwater Authority shall make the application available for inspection by the public during business hours at the Stormwater Authority office.

E. Information requests

The applicant shall submit all additional information requested by Stormwater Authority to issue a decision on the application.

F. Action by Stormwater Authority

The Stormwater Authority may:

1.
approve the Stormwater Management Permit Application and issue a permit if it finds that the proposed plan will protect water resources and meets the objectives and requirements of this by-law;

2.
approve the Stormwater Management Permit Application and issue a permit with conditions, modifications or restrictions that the Stormwater Authority determines are required to ensure that the project will protect water resources and meets the objectives and requirements of this bylaw;

3.
disapprove the Stormwater Management Permit Application and deny the permit if it finds that the proposed plan will not protect water resources or fails to meet the objectives and requirements of this by-law.
G. Failure of Stormwater Authority to take final action

Failure of the Stormwater Authority to take final action upon an application within the time specified above, unless such time has been extended by mutual agreement by the Stormwater Authority and the applicant, shall be deemed to be approval of said application. 
Upon expiration of the time period for taking final action as specified above, with granted extension(s), if any, the Stormwater Management Permit shall be issued by the Stormwater Authority.

H. Fee Structure

Each application must be accompanied by the appropriate application fee as established by the Stormwater Authority as specified in any Stormwater Regulations promulgated as a result of this Bylaw. Applicants shall pay review fees as determined by the Stormwater Authority sufficient to cover any expenses connected with the public hearing and review of the Stormwater Management Permit Application before the review process commences. The Stormwater Authority is authorized to retain a Registered Professional Engineer or other professional consultant to advise the Stormwater Authority on any or all aspects of the Application. Costs of the engineer or the consultant will be the responsibility of the applicant.

I. Project Changes

The permittee, or their agent, must notify the Stormwater Authority in writing of any change or alteration of a land disturbing activity authorized in a Stormwater Management Permit before any change or alteration occurs. If the Stormwater Authority determines that the change or alteration is significant, the Stormwater Authority may require that an amended Stormwater Management Permit application be filed, and a public hearing held. If any change or alteration from the Stormwater Management Permit occurs during any land disturbing activities, the Stormwater Authority may require the installation of interim erosion and sedimentation control measures before approving the change or alteration.

SECTION 7. EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL PLAN

A.
The Erosion and Sediment Control Plan shall contain sufficient information to describe the nature and purpose of the proposed development, pertinent conditions of the site and the adjacent areas, and proposed erosion and sedimentation controls. The applicant shall submit such material as is necessary to show that the proposed development will comply with the design requirements listed in Section 7.B. below.

B.
The design requirements of the Erosion and Sediment Control Plan are to:

1.
minimize total area of disturbance;

2.
sequence activities to minimize simultaneous areas of disturbance;

3.
minimize peak rate of runoff in accordance with the Massachusetts Stormwater Regulations;

4.
minimize soil erosion and control sedimentation during construction, provided that prevention of erosion is preferred over sedimentation control;

5.
divert uncontaminated water around disturbed areas;

6.
maximize groundwater recharge;

7.
install and maintain all Erosion and Sediment Control measures in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications and good engineering practices;

8.
prevent off-site transport of sediment;

9.
protect and manage on and off-site material storage areas (overburden and stockpiles of dirt, borrow areas, or other areas used solely by the permitted project are considered a part of the project);

10.
comply with applicable Federal, State and local laws and regulations including waste disposal, sanitary sewer or septic system regulations, and air quality requirements, including dust control;

11.
prevent significant alteration of habitats mapped by the Massachusetts Natural Heritage & Endangered Species Program as Endangered, Threatened or Of Special Concern, Estimated Habitats of Rare Wildlife and Certified Vernal Pools, and Priority Habitats of Rare Species from the proposed activities;

12.
institute interim and permanent stabilization measures, which shall be instituted on a disturbed area as soon as practicable but no more than 14 days after construction activity has temporarily or permanently ceased on that portion of the site;

13.
properly manage on-site construction and waste materials; and

14.
prevent off-site vehicle tracking of sediments.

C.
Erosion and Sedimentation Control Plan Content


The plan shall contain the following information:

1.
names, addresses, and telephone numbers of the owner, applicant, and person(s) or firm(s) preparing the plan;

2.
name of CPESC in charge of the Erosion and Sedimentation Control plan with 24-hour contact information

3.
title, date, north arrow, names of abutters, scale, legend, and locus map;

4.
location and description of natural features including:

(a)
Watercourses and water bodies, wetland resource areas and all floodplain information, including the 100-year flood elevation based upon the most recent Flood Insurance Rate Map, or as calculated by a professional engineer for areas not assessed on these maps;

(b)
Existing vegetation including tree lines, canopy layer, shrub layer, and ground cover, and trees with a caliper twelve (12) inches or larger, noting specimen trees and forest communities; and

(c)
Habitats mapped by the Massachusetts Natural Heritage & Endangered Species Program as Endangered, Threatened or of Special Concern, Estimated Habitats of Rare Wildlife and Certified Vernal Pools, and Priority Habitats of Rare Species within five hundred (500) feet of any construction activity.

5.
lines of existing abutting streets showing drainage and driveway locations and curb cuts;

6.
existing soils, volume, and nature of imported soil materials;

7.
topographical features including existing and proposed contours at intervals no greater than one (1) feet with spot elevations provided when needed;

8.
surveyed property lines showing distances and monument locations, all existing and proposed easements, rights-of-way, and other encumbrances, the size of the entire parcel, and the delineation and number of square feet of the land area to be disturbed;

9.
drainage patterns and approximate slopes anticipated after major grading activities (Construction Phase Grading Plans);

10.
location and details of erosion and sediment control measures with a narrative of the construction sequence/phasing of the project, including both operation and maintenance for structural and non-structural measures, interim grading, and material stockpiling areas;

11.
path and mechanism to divert uncontaminated water around disturbed areas, to the maximum extent practicable;

12.
location and description of industrial discharges, including stormwater discharges;

13.
stormwater runoff calculations in accordance with the MA Department of Environmental Protection’s Stormwater Management Regulation;

14.
location and description of and implementation schedule for temporary and permanent seeding, vegetative controls, and other stabilization measures;

15.
a description of construction and waste materials expected to be stored on-site. The plan shall include a description of controls to reduce pollutants from these materials, including storage practices to minimize exposure of the materials to stormwater, and spill prevention and response;

16.
a description of provisions for phasing the project where one acre of area or greater is to be altered or disturbed;

17.
plans must be stamped and certified by a qualified Professional Engineer registered in Massachusetts and a Certified Professional in Erosion and Sediment Control; and

18.
such other information as is required by the Stormwater Authority; and any other requirements as specified in any Stormwater Regulations promulgated as a result of this Bylaw.

SECTION 8. INSPECTION AND SITE SUPERVISION

A. Pre-construction Meeting

Prior to starting clearing, excavation, construction, or land disturbing activity the applicant, the applicant’s Technical representative, the general contractor or any other person with authority to make changes to the project, shall meet with the Halifax Conservation Commission, to review the permitted plans and their implementation.

B. Stormwater Authority Inspection

The Stormwater Authority or its designated agent shall make inspections as hereinafter required and shall either approve that portion of the work completed or shall notify the permittee wherein the work fails to comply with the Stormwater Management Permit as approved. The Permit and associated plans for grading, stripping, excavating, and filling work, bearing the signature of approval of the Stormwater Authority, shall be maintained at the site during the progress of the work. In order to obtain inspections, the permittee shall notify the Stormwater Authority at least two (2) working days before each of the following events:

1.
Erosion and sediment control measures are in place and stabilized;

2.
site clearing has been substantially completed;

3.
rough grading has been substantially completed;

4.
final grading has been substantially completed;

5.
close of the construction season; and

6.
final landscaping (permanent stabilization) and project final completion.

C.   Permittee Inspections

The permittee’s Certified Professional in Erosion and Sediment Control (CPESC) or his/her agent shall conduct and document inspections of all control measures no less than weekly or as specified in the permit, and prior to and following anticipated storm events. The purpose of such inspections will be to determine the overall effectiveness of the control plan, and the need for maintenance or additional control measures. The permittee or his/her agent shall submit monthly reports to the Stormwater Authority or designated agent in a format approved by the Stormwater Authority.

D. Access Permission 

To the extent permitted by state law, or if authorized by the owner or other party in control of the property, the Stormwater Authority its agents, officers, and employees may enter upon privately owned property for the purpose of performing their duties under this by-law and may make or cause to be made such examinations, surveys or sampling as the Stormwater Authority deems reasonably necessary to determine compliance with the permit.

SECTION 9. SURETY

The Stormwater Authority may require the permittee to post before the start of land disturbance activity, a surety bond, irrevocable letter of credit, cash, or other acceptable security. 
The form of the bond shall be approved by the Stormwater Authority and be in an amount deemed sufficient by the Stormwater Authority to ensure that the work will be completed in accordance with the permit. If the project is phased, the Stormwater Authority may release part of the bond as each phase is completed in compliance with the permit but the bond may not be fully released until the Stormwater Authority has received the final report as required by Section 10 and issued a certificate of completion.

SECTION 10. FINAL REPORTS

Upon completion of the work, the permittee shall submit a report (including certified as built construction plans) from a Professional Engineer (P.E.), surveyor, and Certified Professional in Erosion and Sediment Control (CPESC), certifying that all erosion and sediment control devices, and approved changes and modifications, have been completed in accordance with the conditions of the approved permit. Any discrepancies should be noted in the cover letter and the as-built construction plans.

SECTION 11. ENFORCEMENT

A. The Stormwater Authority or its authorized agent shall enforce this by-law, regulations, orders, violation notices, and enforcement orders, and may pursue all civil and criminal remedies for such violations.

B. Orders

1.
Stormwater Authority or an authorized agent may issue a written order to enforce the provisions of this by-law or the regulations hereunder, which may include:

(a)
a requirement to cease and desist from the land disturbing activity until there is compliance with the bylaw and provisions of the Stormwater Management Permit;

 (b)
maintenance, installation or performance of additional erosion and sediment control measures;

 (c)
monitoring, analyses, and reporting;

 (d)
remediation of erosion and sedimentation resulting directly or indirectly from the land-disturbing activity.

2.
If the enforcing person determines that abatement or remediation of erosion and sedimentation is required, the order shall set forth a deadline by which such abatement or remediation must be completed. Said order shall further advise that, should the violator or property owner fail to abate or perform remediation within the specified deadline, the Town of Halifax through the Stormwater Authority may, at its option, undertake such work, and the property owner shall reimburse the Stormwater Authority expenses.

3.
Within thirty (30) days after completing all measures necessary to abate the violation or to perform remediation, the violator and the property owner shall be notified of the costs incurred by the Stormwater Authority, including administrative costs. The violator or property owner may file a written protest objecting to the amount or basis of costs with the Stormwater Authority within thirty (30) days of receipt of the notification of the costs incurred. If the amount due is not received by the expiration of the time in which to file a protest or within thirty (30) days following a decision of Stormwater Authority affirming or reducing the costs, or from a final decision of a court of competent jurisdiction, the costs shall become a special assessment against the property owner and shall constitute a lien on the owner’s property for the amount of said costs. Interest shall begin to accrue on any unpaid costs at the statutory rate, as provided in G.L. Ch. 59, § 57, after the thirty-first day following the day on which the costs were due.

C. Criminal Complaint and Penalty

Any person who violates any provision of this by-law, regulation, order or permit issued there under, may be penalized by indictment or criminal complaint brought in the Plymouth District Court. The penalty shall be punished by a fine of not more than $300.00. Each day or part thereof that such violation occurs or continues shall constitute a separate offense.

D. Non-Criminal Disposition

As an alternative to criminal prosecution or civil action, the Stormwater Authority may elect to utilize the non-criminal disposition procedure set forth in M.G.L. Ch. 40, §21D and enabling Bylaw of the Town of Halifax, in which case the Stormwater Authority or an agent of the Stormwater Authority shall be the enforcing person under this bylaw. The penalty for the 1st violation shall be a Written Warning specifying the violation and required corrective action. The penalty for the 2nd violation shall be a fine of $150.00. The penalty for the 3rd and subsequent violations shall be a fine of $300.00. Each day or part thereof that such violation occurs or continues shall constitute a separate offense. The fines issued by the Stormwater Authority under Section 11.D. of this Bylaw shall be final. Further relief of a fine under Section 11.D. of this Bylaw shall be reviewable in the Plymouth District Court and if said action was filed within 21 days thereof, in accordance with M.G.L. Ch. 40, §21D.

E. Appeals

The decisions or orders of the Stormwater Authority shall be final. Further relief of a decision by the Stormwater Authority under this Bylaw shall be reviewable in the Superior Court of the applicable jurisdiction and if said action was filed within 60 days thereof, in accordance with M.G.L. Ch. 249 § 4.
F. Remedies Not Exclusive

The remedies listed in this by-law are not exclusive of any other remedies available under any applicable federal, state or local law.

SECTION 12. EFFECTIVE DATE

This Bylaw shall take effect after approval of this Bylaw by the Attorney General, and after the adoption of the Stormwater Authority Rules and Regulations and/or by February 1, 2020, whichever occurs first.

We will conduct an investigation and prosecute the offenders to the full extent of the law.  Please free to reach out to her for any of your questions.

Also remember that we live in a very diverse area with many wild animals living amongst us.  If you have any problems or questions concerning unusual behavior, please call the police station and you will be directed to the appropriate agency to handle your issue.  As much as we would like to assist in some of these problems, many of these are required by law to be dealt with by outside agencies such as the Environmental Police or Department of Agricultural Resources.

BEAUTIFICATION COMMITTEE
In 2019 the Beautification Committee, proposed an Article for a by-law for the annual town meeting warrant.  The Article proposed the elimination of distribution of single-use plastic bags at points of sale by businesses in the town of Halifax.  The committee spent a great deal of time developing educational materials, posting on local social media, issuing press releases, sponsoring a presentation at the Library and meeting with important Boards and Committees to guarantee understanding and support for the article.  Residents were encouraged, at every opportunity, to switch to reusable bags.  The Article passed overwhelmingly, the same to be effective March 1, 2020.
The committee also introduced a new “Adopt A Planter” Program.  Interested residents were given free large flowerpots and access to free soil.  They planted them with annuals and agreed to feed, water and generally maintain them throughout the growing season.  The planters were placed at town buildings, local churches, the post office and banks. Twenty-seven planters were distributed.
The annual town-wide cleanup was held in April and a second one was held in November.  Participation in this event by families, scouts, school groups and individual residents has continued to increase, and the results are notable.  Rain barrels were sold at the Spring cleanup.  Nancy and Joe Botelho, with assistance from the Recycle Center and the Highway Surveyor, coordinated this effort.  Thirty-three rain barrels were sold to interested residents at a significant discount.  The committee also distributed re-usable bags to participants and residents.  South Easton Savings Bank has very generously donated reusable bags in support of the committee’s efforts, and the committee procured bags for free distribution as well.
The committee continues to oversee the care and maintenance of the Margaret Fitzgerald Memorial Garden, currently provided by C-MAC Services in Halifax.  Funds specifically for this work have been donated by friends, family and supportive residents and are always welcome.

BOARD OF ASSESSORS
The Fiscal Year 2020 assessed values were approved by the Department of Revenue on August 30, 2019 with a tax rate set of $17.44 per thousand.  The tax bills were mailed on October 1, 2019.  
There were eighty-eight sales of single-family homes, twenty-eight sales of condominiums, and four land sales from January 20, 2017 through December 31, 2019 used for the assessment analysis for FY 2020.  The sales indicated a 93% to 98% assessment to sale price ratio, which was within the DOR’s mandated guideline of 90% to 100%.  The Assessors’ continue to track sales to maintain fair market values.  Personal Property Forms of Lists and Income and Expense forms also assist in maintaining values for the Commercial, Industrial and Personal Property properties throughout the town of Halifax and are important for business owners to return these forms timely. 

In September 2019, our Administrative Assistant Dottie Lamoureux retired.  We would like to thank Dottie for her hard work and dedication to our office and extend best wishes to her on her retirement.  We are pleased to welcome Kelly Dwyer as our new Administrative Assistant.

Our staff remains constant in attending classes and workshops to assure we are up to date with all the Legislative changes pertaining to ad valorem tax and the Massachusetts General Laws.

The Assessors’ office works closely with other Boards, departments and committees and we would like to thank them for the continued support.  We would also like to thank the taxpayers of Halifax.

COUNCIL ON AGING
The Council on Aging has many programs and activities.  Our priority is to offer programs that promote health and wellness.  We offer many health screening clinics and exercise programs, arts and cultural activities and events, meals, volunteer opportunities, day trips, intergenerational programs and projects and transportation.  Most important, we provide socialization and a place that our seniors can be with their peers, develop close knit relationships and a sense of extended family with people they may otherwise never have had a chance to meet.  Our Men’s and Women’s coffee group are always open for people to drop in and meet new friends. 

We are thankful that Generations purchased chairs that were suitable for our seniors and also purchased a software program kiosk for the COA this year called ‘My Senior Center’ that tracks valuable statistical information about the participation in our programs.  As the baby boomers come of age, our programs are growing year to year.  Larger, more appropriate and additional space/rooms for programs, events and services are needed for current and future programs.  Alternatives for new space have been explored over the years.  The alternative that has been explored and currently used is using other space in town, such as the Police Department training room, Great Hall at Town Hall, Henrich Hall and Our Lady of the Lake Church.  For many years, the Senior Center has moved programs out of the Council on Aging during parts of the year due to space constraints.  Many Senior Center classes are moved to other locations or cancelled during the popular times when these spaces aren’t available.  Moving programs has mixed success, it is a temporary but not adequate solution.  Moving a program to another building creates additional strain on staffing and does not allow participants the same access to socialization with other participants before and after the program.  In addition, there are accommodations that need to be accounted for, such as making sure all the space is safe and appropriate for the programs that are moved, as well as making sure participants are aware of the new location, and ensuring the space has an AED and first aid kit.  We will continue to try to find a solution to these obstacles in the coming year. 

2019 was a year for change for the Council on Aging.  In August, Barbara Brenton retired as the Council on Aging Director after nine years of service.  Brenda Fitzgerald served as Interim Director during this time and we would like to thank her for taking on this role to ensure that the COA services were not interrupted.  I would also like to thank the staff and volunteers that went above and beyond during this time.  It is very much appreciated.   I have been in the position of Director for only a couple of weeks and I would like to thank everyone that has helped me transition into this position.  I am humbled at how warmly the seniors and staff have welcomed me.

FIRE DEPARTMENT

The Halifax Fire Department is committed to providing the citizens of Halifax an effective, well-trained team of professionals to protect their lives and property through fire prevention, fire suppression, emergency medical services and education.  

We are a combination type department made up of one fire chief, one deputy chief, two captains, three lieutenants, seven career firefighters, twenty on-call firefighters, one administrative assistant, and one chaplain.  Fourteen firefighters are certified paramedics and eleven are certified EMTs.  The fire station is manned by three members, twenty-four hours per day, seven days a week.

Fire and EMS Operations

The average response time was 5 minutes 21 seconds.  Mutual aid was provided to other communities 39 times and mutual aid was received 28 times.  Damage from fire totaled $1,279,350. Notable incidents included a 3-alarm structure fire at the Halifax Country Club on September 29th and an aircraft crash into the East Monponsett Pond on December 21st. 

Medical emergencies continue to account for the largest percentage of our call volume.  There were 697 medical transports, 197 of which were Basic Life Support and 500 were Advanced Life Support.  $540,065.22 was collected in ambulance fees. 

In May, the Fire Department was upgraded by the Insurance Services Office (ISO) from a class 4 department to class 3 department.  To put this in perspective, of the 41,177 communities rated by ISO nationwide, only 5,435 communities or 13% receive a rating of class 3 or better.  This upgrade should result in lower property insurance rates for our residents and business owners. 

Personnel 
The department safety officer, Captain Donald Crowell, retired after 40 years of service with the Halifax Fire Department.  We wish him a long, happy and healthy retirement. With the retirement of Captain Crowell, Lieutenant William Palma was selected as the new department safety officer. 
Stephen Heath was promoted to the rank of Deputy Fire Chief and PJ Hogan was promoted to the rank of Lieutenant.  Since promoted these individuals have done an excellent job performing their duties and have been a great addition to the management team. 

Firefighter Joseph Basile was awarded the Commonwealth of Massachusetts Fire Service Commission award for 30 years of dedicated service to the Halifax Fire Department.

Historically, each year several of our full-time staff leave to pursue careers in larger departments that offer higher pay.  The constant turnover of staff is very costly as there is a significant expense involved in providing training and equipment to new firefighters.  To fill vacancies, we generally have several call firefighters that are trained and seeking full-time employment.  Unfortunately, due to the tremendous training requirements placed on call firefighters today, there is a significant decline in residents able to devote the required amount of time needed.  This is an issue facing fire departments all over the country.  To make matters worse, there is substantial shortage of paramedics throughout the state.  As we work to deal with these issues on a regional level, the Halifax Fire Department will strive to attract new members by maintaining the highest standards for professionalism and training.    

Vehicles, Station and Equipment 

The department is fortunate to have a well-maintained fleet of apparatus and we are very grateful to the residents for supporting our fire apparatus capital replacement plan.  This year Engine 1, a 2007 E-One pumper, underwent a complete rehab.  If placed in a reserve capacity, this vehicle will be able to serve the town for an additional 10-15 years.  We also took delivery of a new 2019 Ford F-550 Forest Fire Truck built by Greenwood Fire Apparatus.  This vehicle replaced a 2002 Ford F550 that was repurposed as a plow and sander for the Highway department.  A new ambulance is on order and we expect to take delivery in the spring of 2020.  The final vehicle in the capital plan needing to be replaced is a 1997 KME pumper.  It will take approximately 18 months to take delivery of a new pumper once it is ordered.  It should be noted that the town has been extremely fortunate to have received 2 major grants in the past 12 years for nearly 1.5 million dollars for the replacement of fire apparatus. 

While we continue to maintain the station to the best of our ability it is simply bursting at the seams and we lack the adequate space needed to provide our services in the most efficient and effective manner.  Built in 1960 the station was originally designed to be a combination police and fire station.  This was at a time when the fire department was completely volunteer, and the police department only had three full time officers.  Today we have a diverse group of men and women that staff the station 24/7.  
In addition to fighting fires, the fire departments expanded role includes a host of other emergency services such as paramedic level emergency medical care, hazardous materials response, technical rescue and water rescue.  We also provide many educational and community risk reduction programs including CPR training, car seat installation and fire prevention programs.   

In December, the Executive Office of Public Safety and the Department of Fire Services awarded the department a grant for $2,390 to purchase turnout gear. 

Fire Prevention and Life Safety Education

CPR classes were offered on a quarterly basis and nearly 100 people were trained.  I would encourage all residents to learn CPR. Studies show that bystander CPR initiated prior to the arrival of first responders is the key to survival for patients suffering cardiac arrest.     

In October we held our annual open house.  It was attended by several hundred residents. In addition to a great day of fun, it was an excellent opportunity for residents to meet the firefighters that are here to serve them every day and learn more about the services we provide. 

The department was awarded a $6,145 grant from the Massachusetts Department of Fire Services for the Student Awareness of Fire Education (S.A.F.E.) and Senior S.A.F.E programs.  These funds allow us to conduct fire prevention and educational programs for school-aged children and members of our senior population. 

We conducted 335 inspections in 2019 – $9,545 was collected in fees for permits and inspections.  Many of these inspections were on properties that were being sold.  Upon the resale of a property, the seller must have an inspection from the Fire Department to certify that all smoke and carbon monoxide detectors are in working order.  The importance of having these devices in proper working order cannot be understated.  Three of every five home fire deaths in the United States resulted from fires in homes with no working smoke alarms. 
Remembering to change the batteries in your detectors when changing the time on your clock is the best way to ensure they remain in proper working condition.  If you need assistance or have questions, please do not hesitate to contact us.

This year 358 Burning permits were issued and $8,950 was collected in fees.  As a reminder, Massachusetts provides an open burning season from January 15th to May 1st.  The Commonwealth has strict guidelines that must be adhered to, and everyone must obtain a permit from the Fire Department.  We do not have any discretion to expand the guidelines, change the hours, or extend the burning season.  The decision to allow burning varies from day-to-day depending on weather conditions.  All permit holders must call to see if burning is allowed prior to starting the fire.  I ask that persons who wish to burn respect others and the law.  The right to burn brush is limited and not guaranteed.  The burning of anything other than brush is strictly prohibited.

In closing, on behalf of the officers and members of the Halifax Fire Department, I would like to extend our gratitude to the Board of Selectmen, Town Administrator and all Town Departments for their assistance and support during the year.  On a personal note, I would like to thank the members of the department for the outstanding work they do every day serving the citizens of Halifax.  They are an amazing group of dedicated men and women who provide the very best in fire and emergency services.  Finally, I would like to extend my sincere appreciation to the department’s Administrative Assistant Kendra Kelly for her excellent work, continued support and professionalism.

HALIFAX EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AGENCY
The mission of the Halifax Emergency Management Agency (HEMA) is to identify, assess and prioritize the town’s vulnerabilities to emergencies or disasters and to coordinate all available public and private resources used to protect against, mitigate and recover from emergencies or threatening situations.

As a member of the Sachem Rock Emergency Planning Zone, HEMA continues to collaborate with Emergency Management Agencies in the Towns of Bridgewater, East Bridgewater, Hanson, Raynham, West Bridgewater and Whitman to plan for large scale events that could affect the region.  Regional efforts to quantify and coordinate our resources have greatly enhanced our ability to respond to threats and hazards.

This year we received an Emergency Management Preparedness Grant from the Massachusetts Emergency Management Agency in the amount of $2,700.00.  These funds were utilized to revise and update the town’s Comprehensive Emergency Management Plan. 

The Halifax Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) continues to be instrumental in providing staffing for the Emergency Operations Center, Shelter, planned events and incidents in town.  We are constantly recruiting new members for the team and will provide all the necessary equipment and training.  Initial CERT training is 10 weeks and is run several times a year.  Training includes basic disaster response skills, such as fire safety, light search and rescue, team organization and disaster medical operations.  Individuals that are interested in joining the team are asked to contact the HEMA or Halifax Fire Department for more info.

In closing, I would like to thank all our CERT members, shelter volunteers, Police Department, Fire Department, Building Department, Health Department and Council on Aging for dedicating their time and energy to making the Town of Halifax a safer place to live.

HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT
We had a mild winter last year with no major storms.  We did have to plow a few times, but we plowed more slush than snow.  This past year we had 1 mile of route 58 resurfaced from the boat ramp to the Hanson Town Line.  The company milled an inch and a half of asphalt off the road, they then leveled the road with a leveling course and finished it off with an overlay of asphalt.  All three sets of traffic lights were overhauled and painted.  The new aboveground fuel tank at the Town Barn went into service in the early part of July.  All Town vehicles get their fuel from this tank.  We continue to fix or replace catch basins, berms, potholes also cut or trim trees and brush that have fallen or are a safety hazard. 

We were unable to do some of our scheduled work because the cost to the Town has doubled from what was expected on the Pine Street bridge due to results of the test bores at the bridge sight.  

We want to remind residents that we continue to chip brush between the hours of 8 am to noon on the LAST Saturday of each month.  We had to cancel brush pick-up on the 1st Tuesday of every month because we do not have the staff to continue this service.  We will stop and chip brush piles left out if we are out with the chipper and there is room in the truck.  Contact the office at 781-293-1760 if you wish to be placed on the pickup list.

We wish to extend our thanks to the Townspeople for their continued support and cooperation and offer sincere thanks to the Highway Department personnel for their dedication and hard work throughout the year.

Programming at the Holmes Public Library

The Holmes Public Library strives to bring a variety of programs to our Community.  In accordance with our Long-Range Plan, our programs aim to bring people together in an enjoyable setting to learn new things. In FY2019 we held one hundred and ninety adult programs with a total attendance of 1,361 participants and two hundred fifty-six Children’s programs were held with a total attendance of 3,879.

Reference Librarian Joanne Harris hosts the Non-fiction book club that meets on the second Wednesday night of each month.  And new this year, Bookmobile Librarian Lynnette Toohey has expanded her outreach with Second Chapters, a book club that meets monthly at the Halifax COA.   Join us for one or all for a fun filled discussion on a variety of books.  Copies of the titles are available for loan at the Circulation Desk a month before the discussion date.

Drop-in Knitting

Facilitated by patrons; this group meets on Tuesday mornings to knit, lend a helping hand with projects and of course tea, cookies, talk and laughter.

Genealogy Group

Reference Librarian Joanne Harris leads this cooperative group for beginning, intermediate and advanced family historians.  This group meets the first Wednesday of each month.  Thank you, Joanne, for doing such a great job facilitating this group. 

The Scrapbooking Program

New to the library, this friendly group gets together once a month to share idea and help with projects. 

Circulation Librarian Maria Bumpus shares with the group her own materials, scrapbooks from home and her experiences making these books.  Participants are encouraged to share their materials.  
Thank you to former Chairperson of the Friends of the Library, Jeanne Kling for facilitating a substantial donation of scrapbooking supplies and a special thank you to Maria for facilitating this great program for our patrons. 

Local Author visits

The Holmes Public Library hosts a number of local author visits throughout the year.  Residents of Halifax and surrounding towns are invited to come in and talk about their writing experience and are given the opportunity to sell their books.  Halifax resident and avid library user Stephen Melisi entertained an excited group of supporters with tales of his writing journey.  

From the Children’s Department:

Storytime

Four weekly age-considerate story hours; every other Saturday an all-inclusive Storytime for those families who find it difficult to get to the library during the week.

Book Clubs just for school age patrons

Each month the Children’s Librarian offers a Children’s book club appropriate for students in grades 3-5.  In its second successful year the library also offers a Parent-Child book club.  This is a wonderful opportunity for students in grades K-2.

Summer Reading Program

The Holmes Public Library participated in the Statewide Summer Reading Program “A Universe of Stories”.  The Library held 48 age-considerate children’s programs with a total attendance of 1,029 participants over six weeks.  Always a crowd pleaser is Transportation Night where members of the Halifax Police Department, Halifax Fire Department, Halifax Highway Department and the School Bus company display their vehicles in the library parking lot to the amazement of our patrons, young and old.

STEM Playgroup
The South Shore Community Action Council held a STEM Playgroup at the Holmes Public Library for parents & children 3-5 years. 

Community Outreach

This an important part of our mission at the Holmes Public Library.  In 2019, we continued to offer our Bookmobile Program.  

In collaboration with the Council of Aging, this program provides a FREE home-bound book delivery service for Halifax Residents.  
Twice a month the Council of Aging van picks up Librarian Lynnette Toohey to deliver books to our Homebound patrons. Thank you, Lynnette, for bringing so much kindness into the world.  
Two-hundred and fifty-four our Halifax Elementary School Students took time from their busy day to visit and learn about the library and all the wonderful opportunities opened to them with a library card.  We are proud to be part of the Countdown to Kindergarten Program providing a special Storytime for incoming Kindergarteners to meet the staff and tour the building in a quiet comfortable setting.  All community groups, including the Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts, are given preference to use the Community Room for their meetings.  It was a treat to have Cub Scout Troop 239 decorate our Christmas Tree - the boys did an amazing job!  The library participated in the Boston Bruins Cradles to Crayons Pajama Drive, collecting eighteen pairs of pajamas. 

The Holmes Public Library welcomes the opportunity to allow community groups, organizations and individuals the use of the display areas of the library.  The Display Case and the Community Room are available for displays of an educational, cultural, civic or recreational nature.  You can find the Exhibit Policy on our Website.

The Library continues to provide both access to and one-on-one training of the latest technologies and databases for our community.  A valid library card is required to access these databases, and anyone may apply for a library card.  Please bring a driver’s license or another form of picture identification with your current address.  People under the age of sixteen must have a parent or guardian with required identification sign their application to receive their library card.

This year we created our first Welcome Packets for new residents.  Funded by the Friends and filled with vital town information and contact numbers, bookmarks, and Friends and Library brochures, these packets were both mailed and handed out to two-hundred and seven new residents.  They are available at the Front Desk.  
As required by the State of Massachusetts the library submitted the Annual Report Information Survey (ARIS) Data.  Our current collection size as of June 30, 2019 is 84,593 including E-books and downloadable audio/video.  We received 9,485 items from other libraries and loaned out 16,830 items to other libraries.  We have 4,330 registered borrowers of which 3,613 are residents of Halifax.  The library has eight public internet access PCs, two OPACs and an AWE children’s computer.  The library is open forty-one hours per week.  In 1957, Town Meeting voted to elect their first Board of Library Trustees as the governing board of the library.  A board of six trustees, two of which are elected each year, are the policy makers for the library.

The Holmes Public Library benefits immensely from the unwavering support of the entire Friends membership and the special officers who keep things running smoothly.  In 2019 the Friends membership gave over one hundred volunteer hours.  In 2019 the Friends funded cleanup of the Ruth Perkins Reading Garden, sponsored our Welcome to the Community Packets, purchased cribbage boards, approved $200 for ongoing children’s programming, purchased Sensory Story time supplies, provided refreshments for Holidays in Halifax, provided monthly water for the Staff and generously funded $1,100 for our Summer Reading Program.  The Friends have two major fundraisers each year: The Annual Book Sale usually held on the first Saturday in June and a Silent Auction held during the December holiday season.  In 2019 the Silent Auction raised $1,433 and the Annual Book Sale raised $1,945. 

There are many ways you can support the Friends; you can renew your membership at the June Membership Drive, help out at events, bake for our bake sale or buy a book from the great selection of books on the on-going book sale.  The Friends meet on the fourth Wednesday evening of the month and new members are always welcome.  
With grace and gratitude, I applaud the 2019 Members of the Friends of the Holmes Public Library.

For those who can’t make it into the library, we offer online access to library services.

OLD COLONY PLANNING COUNCIL
To the Honorable Board of Selectmen and the Citizens of the Town of Halifax.

As your representatives to the Old Colony Planning Council (OCPC), we are pleased to present this report on behalf of the Council for 2019.

The Old Colony Planning Council was established in 1967 by state statute and is authorized to prepare plans for the physical, social and economic development of the seventeen-member district. OCPC is designated as; an Economic Development District by the U.S. Department of Commerce for the coordination of regional economic development activities, and the Area Agency on Aging (AAA) by the Executive Office of Elder Affairs to plan, manage and coordinate elder services in a twenty-three community service area. OCPC is the designated staff of the Old Colony Metropolitan Planning Organization (OCMPO) to plan and program transportation and transit improvements for the region.  

In addition to the above-designated responsibilities, the Council also assists its member municipalities with technical planning, grant application preparation and current local and regional socioeconomic information.  

During the past year, the Council completed the 2019 Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy (CEDS) Updated Plan; the FFY 2020-2024 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP); the FFY 2020 Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP); 2020-2040 Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP); the Brockton Area Transit – 2019 Fare Analysis Study, and the 2019 Ridership Report. Additionally, the Council conducted numerous Road Safety Audits, Intersection Analyses, and Transportation Technical Studies to the member communities.

The Council provided technical assistance to our member communities under the District Local Technical Assistance (DLTA) Program. Established by Chapter 205 of the Acts of 2006, the DLTA Program enables the Commonwealth’s 13 Regional Planning Agencies to provide technical assistance to their member communities.  Each year, OCPC receives an allocation of funds to provide this assistance.  
This assistance must focus on advancing municipal partnerships, planning for housing and planning for growth and is intended to encourage and enable municipalities to work together to achieve and/or enhance cost effective service delivery, or to create and sustain ongoing collaboration and consultation on issues affecting the municipalities, such as land use and planning for new economic and housing growth.  Projects and activities should result in a measurable change in the municipalities, whether in law, regulation, program management, or practice.  

During 2019, the Town of Halifax requested assistance from OCPC to prepare a Housing Production Plan in accordance with the Massachusetts Department of Housing and Community Development guidelines.  The intention of this Plan is to provide a framework and strategy to increase the production of affordable housing. The Plan includes a comprehensive housing needs assessment and details housing production goals and strategies aimed at meeting those needs over the next five years.  A copy of this Plan including a summary of key demographic, housing stock, and housing affordability data, as well as an overview of the Plan’s goals is available for review on our website.  

Thirteen of the seventeen member communities have been designated Green Communities.  These communities have been the recipients of $8,862,261 from DOER since 2010. With the assistance of the Old Colony Planning Council, the Town of Halifax has received $307,567 in Green Communities grant funding.  The Division of Energy Resources offers technical assistance funding to the Council to meet the annual reporting requirements of the Green Communities Program.  The Council received $44,265 in Municipal Energy Technical Assistance funding for designation grant, competitive grant and annual reporting requirements.   The Council received $43,000 in Regional Energy Planning Assistance Grant funding to assist the Towns of East Bridgewater and Avon seek designation and to provide technical assistance to the towns of Abington, Brockton, Halifax, Hanson, Kingston, Pembroke, Plympton, Stoughton, and Whitman.      

The Old Colony Area Agency on Aging (AAA) during the past year, with assistance and guidance from member community advisory committee members, has continued the ongoing administration of over $1.5 million dollars of Federal and State funding for elder services. 

The OCPC-AAA administers and oversees funding for services like transportation, homecare, legal services, nutrition, and others to the more than 100,000 people age 60 and over in the region.  The OCPC-AAA continues to advocate on behalf of older persons from throughout the region.  The OCPC-AAA Long-Term Care Ombudsman Program continues its efforts, with 1079 visits to nursing and rest homes, investigating over 189 issues of concern from residents or families. In addition, OCPC continues to administer the Septic Loan Program for the Towns of Avon, Cohasset, Hanson, Kingston and Stoughton. During 2019, the Council processed approximately $389,255.50 in loans for both septic systems and sewer connection for the communities under the Septic Loan Program.
One delegate and one alternate member represent each member community of the Council.  The Council members establish policy, develop the work program, and employ and oversee the activities of the professional staff.  The Council meets on the last Wednesday of each month at 7:00 PM in the OCPC offices located at 70 School Street, Brockton, MA.  In 2019, the Council elected Christine Joy of Plympton as Council President; David Klein, of Abington as Council Treasurer; and Sandra Wright of Bridgewater as Council Secretary.  Pasquale Ciaramella served as Executive Director of the Council until December 2nd when Mary Waldron succeeded Pat as the Executive Director.   

The Council gratefully acknowledges the generous support and cooperation of its member communities and the participation and involvement of the many individuals who participate as members of committees.  Special thanks are extended to the Joint Transportation Committee (JTC) Chair Noreen O’Toole; Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy Committee (CEDS) Chair Maryellen Brett; and the Area Agency on Aging Advisory Committee Chair Josephine Schofield for their commitment, dedication and leadership during the past year.  The Council also recognizes the work of local boards and commissions and the government agencies, public and private institutions and individuals who assisted the Council in its efforts.

PLYMOUTH COUNTY COOPERATIVE EXTENSION
The role of Plymouth County Cooperative Extension is to deliver research-based information to Plymouth County residents through non-formal methods. The Plymouth County Extension staff work on behalf of Plymouth County residents,  in concert with UMass Amherst faculty and Extension staff, and the United States Department of Agriculture, to provide valuable information in the program areas of ‘Agriculture and Landscape’ and ‘4-H Youth and Family Development’. The Extension System is supported by County, State and Federal funds, and operates under Federal and State laws and agreements. Local citizens, appointed by the Plymouth County Commissioners, serve as Plymouth County Cooperative Extension Trustees, directing the overall program. Volunteer advisory groups work with Extension staff on developing programs. 

Cooperative Extension resources and programs for Plymouth County residents include: 4-H Science and Technology workshops in the areas of  embryology and plant science; accredited overnight 4-H summer camps; 4-H animal science summer day-workshops; 4-H Life Skills Training, 4-H Community Service Projects, 4-H Public Speaking Training, 4-H Babysitting Program and 4-H partnerships with local farms and agricultural enterprises including the Marshfield Agricultural Society, Plymouth County Farm Bureau and Plymouth County Grange. PLYMOUTH COUNTY MOSQUITO CONTROL PROJECT

The Commissioners of the Plymouth County Mosquito Control Project are pleased to submit the following report of our activities during 2019.

The Project is a special district created by the State Legislature in 1957, and is now composed of all Plymouth County towns, the City of Brockton, and the town of Cohasset.  The Project is a regional response to a regional problem, and provides a way of organizing specialized equipment, specially trained employees, and mosquito control professionals into a single agency with a broad geographical area of responsibility.

The 2019 efforts were directed at larval mosquitoes starting with the spring brood. The Project treated over 15,000 acres for larval mosquitoes (larviciding). The pesticide used was B.t.i. (an environmentally selective bacterial agent). Upon emergence of the spring brood of mosquitoes, ultra-low volume adulticiding began on June 3, 2019 and ended on September 17, 2019.  The Project responded to 17,584 requests for spraying and larval checks from residents covering all of the towns within the district.

Massachusetts Department of Public Health (DPH) has developed an “Arbovirus Surveillance and Response Plan” for the state.  The Plan creates a system which estimates the human risk for contracting Eastern Equine Encephalitis and West Nile using several factors including the number of infected mosquitoes.  Based on guidelines defined by the Plan, all towns in Plymouth County Mosquito Project were initially at “Low Level Risk” for mammalian infection of West Nile (WNV) and Eastern Equine Encephalitis (EEE).  At the end of the season 6 towns (Bridgewater, Halifax, Plympton, Kingston, Middleboro and Carver) were at moderate risk for West Nile, all other towns remained at low risk.  At the end of the season the towns of Carver, Lakeville, Middleboro, Marion, Rochester and Wareham were at critical risk for EEE.  At high risk for EEE were Bridgewater, East Bridgewater, Halifax, Mattapoisett, Plympton, West Bridgewater and Whitman.  The District’s remaining towns were at moderate risk for EEE. 

West Nile Virus activity in 2019 was significantly less than 2018.  However, the district had two human cases of WNV.  Mosquito surveillance is a coordinated effort between PCMCP and DPH.  The District submitted 696 samples containing 23,300 mosquitoes to DPH for testing and 4 samples were positive for WNV. The positive samples were in Middleboro, Pembroke and Whitman. The Department of Public Health (DPH) also detected WNV in their mosquito samples.  They had a total of 16 WNV isolations from the towns of Carver, Halifax, Lakeville and Kingston.  
As part of our West Nile Virus control strategy a total of 53,248 catch basins were treated with larvicide in all of our towns. 
The United States saw historic activity of Eastern Equine Encephalitis Virus (EEEV).  Nationwide there were 38 human cases of EEE in 10 states. Massachusetts had 12 human infections of EEEV, the most of any state.  There was extensive EEEV activity within the district.  One human case of EEE occurred within the district. PCMCP submitted 23,300 mosquitoes grouped into 696 mosquito samples for testing and 72 were positive for EEEV.  The isolations were from Bridgewater, Cohasset, Duxbury, Hanson, Lakeville, Marion, Mattapoisett, Middleboro, Norwell, Pembroke, Rochester and Scituate.  DPH also detected EEEV in 92 of their 551 samples tested. Those detections were in the towns of Carver, Duxbury, East Bridgewater, Halifax, Kingston, Lakeville, Marion, Mattapoisett, Rochester, Wareham, West Bridgewater and Whitman.
The Commonwealth of Massachusetts responded to the EEEV activity by conducting wide scale aerial adulticiding.  In all, 6 applications occurred.  Three of these applications were in the district.   Applications of this kind are complex and involve a large number of state agencies including DPH, The Department of Agriculture and The State Reclamation and Mosquito Control Board.  The Project assisted with these applications in a number of ways, including supplying equipment and helping to document efficacy of the application. 

PCMCP followed the “Arbovirus Surveillance and Response Plan” and responded to the EEEV by increasing our adulticiding and mosquito surveillance. The Project conducted wide area applications by truck in locations where EEE was detected.  We also submitted for testing more than 247 extra mosquito samples. The Health threat of EEEV and WNV continues to ensure cooperation between the Plymouth County Mosquito Control Project, local Boards of Health and the Massachusetts Department of Public Health.  

In an effort to keep the public informed, EEE and WNV activity updates are regularly posted on Massachusetts Department of Public Health website. 

In conjunction with the MDPH we have been monitoring Aedes albopictus expansion in the state.  Ae. albopictus is an introduced mosquito that has the potential to become a serious pest and a vector of disease.  The mosquito has been present in Massachusetts since 2009.  The larvae live in containers and are closely linked with human activity.  They are especially associated with used tires.  We conducted surveillance at 8 sites in Plymouth, Wareham, Brockton, Pembroke, Middleboro, Rockland and Whitman. This year we did not detect the mosquito.  The Project began a tire recycling program in October 2017.  During the 2019 season we recycled 2,494 tires bringing us to a total of 9,290 tires for the program. 

The figures specific to the town of Halifax are given below. While mosquitoes do not respect town lines the information given below does provide a tally of the activities which have had the greatest impact on the health and comfort of Halifax residents.

Insecticide Applications

Our greatest effort has been targeted at mosquitoes in the larval stage, which can be found in woodland pools, swamps, marshes and other standing water areas.  Inspectors continually gather data on these sites and treat with highly specific larvicides when immature mosquitoes are present.  In Halifax 277 larval sites were checked. 

During the summer 1,074 catch basins were treated in Halifax to prevent the emergence of Culex pipiens, a known mosquito vector in West Nile Virus transmission. 

Our staff treated 3,212 acres using truck mounted sprayers for control of adult mosquitoes.  More than one application was made to the same site if mosquitoes reinvaded the area.  The first treatments were made in June and the last in September.

Water Management

During 2019 crews removed blockages, brush and other obstructions from 3,665 linear feet of ditches and streams to prevent overflows or stagnation that can result in mosquito production.  This work, together with machine reclamation, is most often carried out in the fall and winter.

Mosquito Survey

Our surveillance showed that the dominant mosquitoes throughout the district were generally Coquillettidia peturbans and Cs. melanura. In the Town of Halifax, the three most common mosquitoes were Cs. melanura, Cq. peturbans and Cx. salinarius.
Education and Outreach

We continue to reach out to residents in a variety of ways. Our website has been recently updated and includes web pages for meetings and the annual budget.  It also includes educational handouts to provide more information and better describe all the Project’s services.

POLICE DEPARTMENT
The calendar year of 2019 was one with significant changes and improvements in the Halifax Police Department.  The Department was able, through the support of town meeting, to upgrade and replace our electronic control weapons (Tasers) inventory, our computer system, purchase five Active Shooter Kits and Vector Shields and two new cruisers.  All this equipment will ensure that the members of the department continue to provide the excellent level of service our community has experienced throughout the years.  

We had one retirement in the department with Permanent Intermittent Officer Robert Gaynor retiring after 30+ years of distinguished service.  We wish him good health and happiness as he enjoys his retirement.  Officer Robert McDonnell was promoted to detective and he will conduct investigatory follow up on cases.  We welcomed Officer Andrew Lyczynski to our ranks after he successfully completed the Police Academy in August.  He is a welcomed addition to our department bringing our department to full staffing.  The department also appointed as Special Police Officers Michael Boncariewski, Herbert Wiltshire, Thomas Reed, Jay Guidaboni, and Edward Broderick.

The department has initiated very successful programs such as a new prescription drug drop off kiosk, an internet exchange safe zone and a surveillance camera registry system.  The department was successful in obtaining a grant from the State to launch E-tickets, and a Traffic Enforcement Grant to continue our enforcement and motorist educational programs.  Chief Chaves also announced that the Department was able to lease its first police motorcycle, a 2016 Harley Davidson, through the generous gift of a Walmart Community Grant.  Officer Michael Schleiff attended the training course and is assigned to operate the motorcycle.  The Department was also very active in community events throughout the year such as Holiday in Halifax, Halifax in Lights, Spring Clean-up, National Night Out, and Trunk a Treat and many other community events.  The Department is part of this community and as such the officers want to take an active role not only as providing excellent police services but also as valued members of this community.

The Police Department calls for service once again continued their upward trend with 14,657 calls for service, which included 5,789 property checks this year.  
The Department investigated and filed criminal charges in over four hundred cases.  Plymouth County Outreach and its members continue to battle the nationwide opiate epidemic, unfortunately we experienced an increase in fatal overdoses in Plymouth County to one hundred and twenty in 2019 from one hundred and nine in 2018, a sobering example that we must continue with this program.  Halifax recorded seven overdoses with one being a fatal overdose.

The officers of the Halifax Police Department are ready to protect and serve our Community.  We pledge to continue to deliver the highest quality of law enforcement that the residents of Halifax deserve.  This can only be accomplished when the “Police with the Community” work alongside each other to address crime and quality of life issues that affect us all.  As always, “If you see something say something”, you the residents of Halifax are the first line of defense to ensuring a safe and crime free community for everyone.

PUBLIC HEALTH AND SANITATION
It is the responsibility of every Board of Health to protect the public, promote sanitary living conditions and protect the environment and, to what extent we can, prevent health and safety problems.  The Halifax Board of Health takes that responsibility seriously.  We strive to serve the needs of a growing/changing community by honoring existing mandates while developing new insights and innovative solutions to health problems.  To assess the needs of the community and to address the educational responsibilities of a Board of Health, the Health Agent has written weekly columns on public health for the local newspapers since 2006. Archived columns on numerous topics can be found on the department’s website. We are fortunate to have an administrative assistant who excels at online technology.

The Board of Health and their Agent, Cathleen Drinan, take courses and attend workshops offered by the Massachusetts Health Officer's Association (MHOA), Massachusetts Association of Health Boards (MAHB), Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) and Department of Public Health (DPH), among others, each year.  

Last year saw the Halifax Board of Health involved in the following activities, among others:

Website

The administrative assistant has worked diligently to update the Town’s website with information from the Board of Health and is improving the efficiency and efficacy of the department by creating fillable forms.  See the following link: http://www.halifax-ma.org/board-health.
Title V

Perc Tests/Soil Evaluations: 31 for 2019, 36 for 2018, 52 for 2017, 122 for 2016.  Disposal Works (aka septic systems) Permit approvals: 45 for 2019, 55 for 2018, 50 for 2017, 59 for 2016.  

Title V inspection reports are received and reviewed by the Board of Health when homes are sold.   

Innovative/Alternative (I/A) septic systems offer more treatment than conventional systems, allowing them to be installed close to the ponds and high groundwater.  These systems require more careful reviews and inspections and are monitored for the life of the system. 

Tracking septic systems within 100 feet of the Monponsett Ponds

The Monponsett Ponds are Tributaries to the Surface Water Supply of Silver Lake. 

The health agent has created a data base of all the septic systems within 100 feet of the Monponsett Ponds.  That chart has revealed discoveries of failures and systems in poor condition.  Letters to residents have begun to address these issues.  As part of that project, the administrative assistant reviewed numerous approved permits for septic systems that had not been installed.  Letters will soon go out to residents alerting them to the need for installation of these systems in order to protect the environment, including the ground water.

Food Establishments

The Health Agent and Food Safety Consultant, Kathleen Devasto Piemonte, inspected food establishments, issued reports and oversaw corrections, both to facilities and behavioral changes.  The second round of inspections took place due to the assistance of a consultant.  There has been a recent influx of new establishments, and additional food sales at residential kitchens and large outdoor events.  The Board of Health wishes to see growth of these enterprises and that they be safe.  The Agent uses a plan review process for new and renovated food establishments to ensure the proper construction of food facilities.  This requires time but it is well worth it to prevent problems.
Recalls

The Board of Health receives numerous food recall notifications from the Food and Drug Association and MA DPH each year. The recalls are investigated as to whether they apply to the food establishments in Halifax.   Foods are recalled for a variety of reasons including Listeria, Salmonella and undeclared allergens.  

Regulations
The Board did not adopt any Regulations in 2019. 

Nuisance complaints and Housing Inspections

The Agent responds to complaints of a wide variety of concerns such as noise, dust, dumpsters, animals, grey water, trash, abandoned houses, hoarding, mold and odor.  These complaints are investigated, and reports written.  Requests for housing inspections require an investigation and involvement with the homeowner and tenants regarding compliance with the State Sanitary Code.  

At times these inspections involve working with other departments such as Building, Fire and Police, Animal Rescue League and Social Services, Council on Aging and extended family members, to name a few.  The Agent is thankful for the assistance and cooperation she receives for this team effort.     

Emergency Preparedness & Response

The Agent frequently participated in regional meetings which are funded by DPH and online classes.  Emergency preparedness funds are sometimes used for trainings and equipment. The agent began issuing practice drills for the Health and Homeland Alert Network to improve communications.

Emergencies - General

Several emergencies arose, mostly with housing situations.

Public Health Nursing

To assure access to health care services, public health nursing services were provided by contract with Norwell Visiting Nurse Association the first half of 2019 and the second half with the Visiting Nurse Association of Cape Cod.  Adult Health Screenings were held at various locations around town.  Communicable/Reportable diseases are tracked and investigated.  Administration of vaccines and patient evaluations, patient education and medical referrals are part of the nursing services available.  

Reportable Disease

A critical role of the public health nurses is the investigation of reportable and communicable diseases.  The Board of Health receives the reports via an online system now called MAVEN (Massachusetts Virtual Epidemiology Network).  In 2019 we had 67 reportable diseases. 2018 we had 91 reportable diseases. In 2017, we had 95. (67 in 2016, 75 in 2015, 90 in 2014) Most of these reports are for tick borne diseases and Hepatitis C. In 2019 we had 33 tick borne disease and 11 cases of Hepatitis C. In 2018 we had 44 cases of tickborne diseases and 19 case of Hepatitis C.  2017 had 41 cases of tickborne diseases and 27 case of Hepatitis C.

Rabies

Rabies is a fatal disease if contracted but can be prevented.  All cases of animal bites need to be investigated. Brian Kling is the Animal Inspector. He visited homeowners to determine vaccination history and whether quarantine is required, in addition to inspecting barns.  The Animal Control Officer (under Police Department) also works with the Board of Health at times to determine whether a wild animal needs to be tested for rabies.  The year 2019 had 32 animal incidents, with one bat tested for rabies but the specimen was unsatisfactory, and one groundhog tested negative. 2018 had 21 animal incidents requiring follow-up, usually quarantines. Three animals tested negative for rabies, 1 bat, 1 cat and 1 dog. 2017 had 27 animal incidents, with 7 tested for rabies; all negative. 2016 had 10 animal incidents needing investigation. 2015 had 10, with one cat testing negative for rabies. 

2014 had 37 animal incidents, with 7 tested for rabies, 1 tested positive (bat), requiring a whole family to receive vaccinations.  Most animal incidents require counseling for residents’ behaviors and interviews to discover whether there was any exposure. Residents are advised:  Leave wild animals alone and keep dogs on a leash.

Landfill Monitoring
The health agent reviews landfill monitoring reports prepared by the engineering firm, Tighe & Bond, Inc.  They are monitoring gas, water and ambient air at the Hemlock Lane Landfill.  That monitoring will continue for another 19 years.

Stormwater Management

The Town of Halifax understands the threat of pollution from stormwater and erosion.  The Town Administrator, the Highway Department and the Board of Health are working diligently on stormwater protection for the benefit of its residents, visitors, and the people of Massachusetts. Halifax’s Stormwater Management Program (SWMP) outlines Halifax’s existing and planned measures to address these threats and to comply with the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Phase II General Permit for Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems (MS4s).

Beaches

For the second time in eleven years, the beaches on the West Monponsett Pond were found suitable for swimming after an Alum treatment brought the cyanobacteria under control.  This is still a time-consuming issue and the health agent is thankful to DPH and DEP for their assistance.  It is being studied by DEP (Department of Environmental Protection), as the Department of Public Health’s funds were depleted.  

The Monponsett Watershed Association was formed in response to this serious environmental issue to provide outreach and education, research, remediation methods, and pursue various methods of preventing the algae by reducing nutrients entering the ponds and increasing the natural flow of the waters.  

The Central Plymouth County Water District was revived to oversee the management of the City of Brockton’s use of the Monponsett Ponds and Silver Lake, as allowed by the 1964 legislature.

The Monponsett Working Group continues to bring together numerous local and state agencies and stakeholders to work on a regional approach to sustainable methods of water management.

Fees to the General Fund

The Board of Health brought in $39,789 in FY 2019, $41,375 in 2018, $31,473 in 2017, $39, 984 in 2016, $31,579 in 2015.

Appreciation

The Board wishes to thank Norwell VNA and the Visiting Nurse Association of Cape Cod for the excellent health care they provide to those who need it.  The Board thanks Kathleen Devasto-Piemonte, food safety consultant, for her assistance with food establishment inspections and to Brian Kling for his conscientious work as our Animal Inspector. The Board also gives thanks to engineers, Webby Engineering and Phil Spath, for reviewing the proposed septic system plans, as well as Amos Wood for assisting with soil and septic inspections for the Town. We are especially grateful to the Monponsett Watershed Association for their dedication and volunteer efforts. Special appreciation goes to Russ Kleekamp, for volunteering his civil engineering and grant writing expertise to the Town of Halifax. We are grateful for the continued teamwork with other departments; in particular, Maintenance, Building, Fire and Police Departments.  We are especially grateful for the hard work by our Town Administrator, Charlie Seelig.

RECYCLING CENTER

The Recycling Center, located at 917 Plymouth Street, is open to Halifax residents.  The hours of operation are Monday - 5 pm to 8 pm, Wednesday - 10 am to 1 pm, and Saturday - 7:30 am to 12:30 pm.  Items allowed for drop off are curbside recycling, cardboard, tires, appliances, foam rubber, metals, used motor oil, clothing, paint, useable goods, mattresses, rugs, construction debris, computer monitors, televisions and furniture.  Some of these items are free to drop off and others have a disposal fee.  For information on drop off prices, recycling stickers or general questions about the Recycling Center you may call the recycling office Monday thru Thursday between the hours of 9 am to 2 pm.  
The mandatory recycling sticker fee is $50 per household.  This fee helps assist with the recycling center operations and is required to be paid by all residents in order to have curbside pickup and use of the recycling center.  

Recyclables are collected every other week and residents can put them in rigid container.  Residents can stop by for Single Stream sticker at no charge.  When the collection day falls on a holiday, the day’s collection and the remaining collections for the week will be delayed one day.  

Waste Management currently performs the Town’s curbside pick-up.  Pick-up is performed on a weekly basis and all trash must be stored within the trash bags authorized by the Town.  Town trash bags, recycling bins and composting bins are available for purchase at the Recycling Center.  Town trash bags may also be purchased at Cumberland Farms, Harmony Liquors, Lindy’s General Store, Mobile Gas Station, Stop & Shop, Tedeschi’s and Shaw’s Supermarket in Carver.  Trash should be placed by the curb no later than 7 am.  If your trash is not picked up, please call Waste Management at 1-800-972-4545.

The recycling and trash pick-up schedules can be found on the Town’s website or you may call the Recycling Center for more information.

SEALER OF WEIGHTS AND MEASURES

You may notice that the seals on measuring devices bear the Town of Bridgewater name.  This is so because I work for a number of towns in the area.  The advantage is that if you have an issue with a device such as item pricing, a deli scale or gas pump you may call the number on the seal or the Halifax Selectmen’s office.  This will put through to my cell phone for assistance.

If shoppers in retail stores, feel that they were charged more than the posted price they should bring it to the attention of the clerk or store manager.  The state law concerning labeling errors is posted at each register and can provide immediate relief.  If there continues to be a concern or with any measuring device, please give me a call. 

A total of fifty-six measuring devices were examined, tested and sealed over the past year.  These devices include supermarket scales, gas pumps and bottle redemption machines.  Any devices that were found out of tolerance were ordered repaired and, in most cases, this was done within 24 hrs.  If this was not possible the device was removed from service until it was repaired.  If you have a question concerning the accuracy of a scale or gas pump or the jurisdiction of the sealer’s authority, please contact me either through the Selectmen’s office or at 508-697-0904.

2.  RABIES CERTIFICATE
A 2019 HALIFAX BY-LAW IMPOSED THE FOLLOWING:  

All dogs from the age of six (6) months or older shall be licensed with the Town Clerk on July 1st of each year.  By September 1st of each year the Town Clerk shall cause a notice to be sent to the owner or keeper of record of any unlicensed dog.  Failure to properly license a dog by September 14th shall be in violation of Massachusetts General Law Chapter 140, Sections 137, 137A, 137B and 138 and the fine for such failure shall be fifty dollars ($50).  Failure to properly license a dog by November 1st shall be considered to be a violation of Massachusetts General Law Chapter 140, Sections 137, 137A, 137B and 138 and will result in a court citation of twenty-five ($25) in addition to all other outstanding fees and fines. 
TRAFFIC SAFETY COMMITTEE
The Traffic Safety Committee continues to address residents’ concerns over traffic safety issues that affect the safe and orderly flow of traffic within the Town of Halifax and the well-being of its pedestrians.  The committee continues to encourage the citizens to bring any issues and concerns to our attention so they can be addressed.

Notable issues addressed this year include the addition of stop signs at the intersections of Wood Street with Fuller Street and Cedar Street with Fuller Street.  New hybrid Speed/Thickly Settled signs to be placed on Oak Street and Franklin Street.  Signage and reconfiguration of the Pond Street/Elm Street “triangle”.  The Town of Halifax will be moving forward with a “Complete Streets Program” as grant money becomes available.

The Police Department with the assistance of the E. Bridgewater Police Department conducted an enforcement event on Walnut Street to address the concern with commercial vehicles travelling the roadway at high speeds.  During the enforcement period commercial vehicle stops and inspections were conducted with several citations for safety violations being issued.  

The committee met with the Old Colony Planning Counsel, and continued conversation about the Rt. 106 corridor; we had dialogue about an overview of all the intersections and crosswalks.  A study on the Route 58/Route 106 traffic lights continues to be discussed.

TREASURER/COLLECTOR
The Office of Treasurer/Collector is responsible for several of the Town’s responsibilities.  As Collector, my office is responsible for all billing and collection of the Town’s revenues.  These revenues include Real Estate Tax, Personal Property Tax, Motor Vehicle Excise, Boat Excise, Ambulance payments, Water and Recycling fees. This office sends out approximately 23,400 bills and all bills are printed, folded, stuffed and stamped in-house.  They are not outsourced.  

During fiscal year 2019, 275 Municipal Lien Certificates were prepared by the Assistant Tax Collector.  A Municipal Lien Certificate is a legal document stating what is owed on a property, such as back taxes, water and recycling fees.  These are prepared by request, usually for the sale of a property or a refinance and the cost is $50.00.  

As Treasurer, I am responsible for depositing monies collected from all departments and deposit them in a timely manner.  I have started to use a check scanner provided by Rockland Trust and make daily deposits.  It has enabled me to use my time more efficiently.  This office is also accountable for the administration of a bi-weekly payroll for both Town and School employees.  Out-going vendor bills are processed weekly. Employee and retiree benefits, cash flow, investments, debt payments and collecting tax title payments are also the responsibility of the Treasurer’s Office.

At this time, I would like to thank my fellow team members Linda Cole, Linda McCarthy and Kathy Garland for all that they do.  They are hardworking and very reliable, and I appreciate them and all that they do.  Thank you to all Town employees and residents for your continued support and encouragement. 

I am thankful to be serving the Town of Halifax and hope to continue to do so for many years to come.

VETERANS’ AGENT
The Office of Veterans Services will be staying within the budget for this fiscal year. 
There has been an increase of veterans and families needing Chapter 115 benefits and I am expecting an increase of people who will need a State benefit, Chapter 115 assistance again this year. 

The number of retired and disabled Veterans increased over this past year and many of these individuals needing benefits will be seeking information to see if they are eligible for Chapter 115 benefits.  

Helping Veterans and their families with Federal VA benefits is a big part of the job.

It should be noted that I am doing more VA claims which brings more money into Halifax every month.  These claims take time to do but make a big difference in the financial situations of the Veterans.  Also, there has been an increase in State burial benefits. 

Beginning January 1, 2020, service-connected disabled Veterans that were 0% to 90% disabled will be able to go to base commissaries and exchanges – 100% disabled already have this privilege.  

Office hours are 6:30 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. on Monday evenings.  Individual appointments are advised and can be scheduled during the week.  You may contact the office at 781-293-1724 and leave a message which will be returned as soon as possible.  Also, I can be emailed at wcorey@town.halifax.ma.us.
It is an honor and a privilege to assist the Veterans and their families who have needed assistance.  I want to thank the Board of Selectmen, Finance Committee, the Town Administrator and Assistants, and departments like Accounting, Maintenance, COA, Police and Fire Departments. With the help of the HY&R Commissioners and the HY&R Department as an entirety, they continued to strive towards the goal of becoming more self-reliant.  

As mentioned in previous reports, the “Student Job Service Program” created nearly twenty years ago, has remained a success story for the department.  It was originally developed to combine a limited number of chosen local student applicants to receive training by HY&R staff in order to participate in the HYRD programs and events.  In return, the student receives a combination of traditional job pay and community service hours.  This program teaches responsibility and also acts as a gateway for students as they apply to colleges and other occupations. This program has effectively reduced costs all while remaining a constant positive for all members of the community and it is one that as a department, we are very proud to offer.  

The HY&R Department is also delighted with the successful implementation of their website over the past couple of years, which is directly operated by the HY&R Program Coordinator.  The website www.halifaxyouthandrec.org offers a magnitude of information such as upcoming events, contact information, afterschool programs and much more.  By managing this platform from within, the department has eliminated the need to hire a “third party service” to maintain and create.  

The HY&R Department takes pride in their ability to help keep the Afterschool Programs in existence and continue to serve working families of our community as an afterschool care option over the last fifteen years.  By working directly with the Halifax Elementary School Principal, Mr. Kayne Beaudry, instructional recreational activities are offered under the guidance of our dedicated teachers. Some new program additions include “Jump into Art” and “The Stem Club”.  Much like the “Afterschool Sportsmanship” program, they are becoming very popular among students.  For this reason, we have added a “Jump into Art” program that is offered over the summer!  

Please visit our website listed above for more information regarding these programs. The HY&R is always looking for more programs to add, so please reach out if you have any ideas or recommendations!  
The Youth Dances have remained desirable among students (and parents)!  At a reasonable cost, the HY&R is able to provide a safe social outlet for students and families.  We are pleased to say that these prices have always remained constant and never have been increased.  The dances are offered to all students who reside in the 3 towns of Halifax, Kingston and Plympton.  As a reminder, these dances follow a “Zero Tolerance Policy” which can be found on the website.  

The department is also pleased to say that our Teen Extreme Summer Camp continues to remain popular and in high demand.  Students enjoy day trips to places like white water rafting, Six Flags, Canobie Lake Park, Water Country and more! 

The HY&R Department would also like to take the time to recognize one of our biggest yearly events the “Eggstravaganza” and its continued running of over twenty years!  This event is FREE to the public and takes place during the spring.  Over three hundred children participate in the hunt and come from towns near and far!  We would like to thank North Easton Savings Bank for being our major sponsor for those 20 years!  We would also like to thank our local Walmart and as always Dunkin’s is right there wherever we ask.  Other annual events that the HY&R department participates in include Holidays in Halifax and the Senior Citizen Cookout.  We would like to thank each of these programs for allowing us to partake in these wonderful community events.  

While Youth and Recreation oversees the maintenance of our playgrounds, basketball and tennis courts, playing fields and perimeter track, it is the Highway Department and the volunteerism of our exceptional sports programs that assure beautiful playing conditions at all athletic venues.  Lots of the Recreation’s efforts in the wintertime are to keep the Elementary Gym open as much as possible. With the help of the School Department, the gym is in use seven days a week for four months during the winter.  

We are happy to report that our beloved H.O.P.S Playground was completed and reopened to the public on June 4, 2019!!!  

This could not and would not have happened without the collaborative efforts of the Friends of Hops Committee, which consisted of President Jonathan Selig, Assistant President Sarah Nobles, Treasurer Lindy Grossman, Secretary Susan Lawless as well as MANY volunteers who have done an outstanding job in all aspects of this challenging project.  
A huge “Thank You!” to all of the volunteers and to the Halifax Community for your donations.  We hope that everyone enjoys H.O.P.S Playground for many years to come.  
There are also so many wonderful individuals who have made significant contributions to the town’s athletic and recreational environment, we extend our most sincere thanks to all of you.  To the Town Hall employees who have shown great patience, guidance, support and understanding as our programs and personnel contributions continue to evolve, we thank you.  We thank Steve Hayward and the Highway Department for their efforts in keeping our current fields and playgrounds safe and in excellent condition.  We commend Principal Kayne Beaudry, and the Halifax Elementary School Committee as we continue to join efforts to maximize community use of the school’s facilities.  We would like to thank outgoing school superintendent Joy Blackwood for her additional help when called upon.  

On a sad note Bob Kniffen is retiring from the ‘On Stage” program that he developed and directed for over 35 years.  Much applause to Bob for his countless years of service with his summer program and for his dedication to our community’s youth!  

Down the road the Halifax Youth and Recreation Department will be tackling major renovations dealing with the Tennis and Basketball courts as well as working on the walking track behind the Elementary School.  We will always be working on the ever-changing recreational needs of our town.  

Our greatest resource continues to be the people of our town. Without all of you, none of this would be possible!

HALIFAX SCHOOL COMMITTEE
The Halifax School Committee is comprised of five members; each member is elected to a three-year term.  We are primarily responsible for overseeing the school’s budget, developing and implementing policies in an effort to provide a safe learning environment for all children and hiring and evaluating the District Superintendent.  The greatest task, and challenge, we are faced with is implementing the largest budget in town to meet the needs of every student, while being cognizant of the strain on the taxpayer.  Our committee has worked very well together over the last year.  I am proud of all we have accomplished and our ability to maintain open lines of communication, always exhibiting respectful conduct and discourse.

The makeover on the school building is finally complete!  Finishing touches were put on the siding, windows and doors that have all been replaced.  In conjunction with the new roof, we are seeing notable decreases in our energy consumption and cost savings in our utilities! These major renovations could not have been completed without the cooperation of our committee, administration, the staff at HES and town officials. 

This past summer the school underwent its last (hopefully) major renovation we will be faced with for some time.  The fire suppression system was completely replaced and installed throughout the entire building.  As you can imagine, the undertaking of such a massive project in such a short time could have proved to be extremely challenging.  In full cooperation with the Fire Department, administration, HES staff, town officials, Paul J. Rogan Co., Inc., Habeeb & Associates Architects and The Vertex Companies, Inc., this massive project went off without a hitch.  In particular, we owe a big thank you to our teachers, custodial staff and building administration for their patience during this time.  Our committee is extremely grateful for the support of the taxpayers for approving and funding all of these improvements to the elementary school building. 

HES has entered a fairly significant shift in staffing as retirements have been on the rise over the last few years.  This year HES welcomes six new staff members:

This year Silver Lake Regional School District has adopted ParentSquare, a communication and organization tool designed to keep parents informed and involved in their children’s learning and school activities.  Some of the benefits of this new platform include:

· Receive all school, classroom, and group communication via email, text or app notification

· See important calendar events and RSVPs (you can even sync these to your phone with the app)

· See photos, links and attachments

· Send private and secure messages to teacher or staff

Halifax along with Kingston were awarded a 2nd year of the Early Literacy Grant.  A team of participants was determined in June 2019, but this grant will be bringing professional development in writing throughout the 2019-2020 school year.

This year teams of teachers will be working to develop and refine curriculum maps for Math, Science and Social Studies.  

This will include potential conference attendance and curriculum work to develop district maps.  

The After-School Programs at HES have been very successful over the last couple of years.  HES staff has coordinated with the Halifax Youth and Recreation Department to offer these enriching programs for students.  The cost for the programs is minimal, as it is something that benefits the students of HES, and we always seek to provide opportunities to collaborate with families, staff and the town. 

Sports

After school Sports provides appropriate organized physical activity to students in grades 3-6 with an equal emphasis on establishing and developing ideal conduct, sportsmanship and teamwork.  It is our hope that students will become leaders amongst their peers in promoting appropriate behavior in all facets of their daily lives.  Mr. Ruisi & Mr. Bayramshian oversee this program under the direction of the Halifax Youth and Recreation Department.

S.T.E.M.

This program is open to Grades 1-6 students at HES and is a great way for students to learn more about Science, Technology, Engineering and Math.  Mrs. Whitney runs the program with the help of several HES teachers.  

Art

Jump into Art is open to all students K-6 and is an excellent way for students to further explore their creativity.  Ms. Seeger runs the program with the help of Ms. Croce and Ms. Nickerson.

HES continues to receive the REAP Grant which assists in purchasing Chromebooks, projectors and various technology to enhance the learning experience for our children.  We owe special thanks to Superintendent Blackwood and our district staff; whose diligent grant writing consistently benefits our student body.  Our teachers in the district continue to undergo professional growth and development focused on social emotional learning.

Special Education

We continue to offer a strong continuum of services for students with disabilities spanning from Inclusion, partial inclusion, pull-out, substantially separate and separate day programs.  

We currently have 133 students receiving special education services, 88 of whom are within the Halifax Elementary School in grades Kindergarten through grade 6.  We continue to strive to expand inclusion opportunities to support the academic and social/emotional needs of all learners.

PTO

We would also like to recognize the continuing hard work of the PTO, who organize a multitude fundraisers throughout the year with all proceeds going to benefit enrichment programs and fund teacher requests that contribute to the well-rounded learning environment we strive to deliver to each and every student.  The organization meets monthly and regularly hears from teachers, administration members and parents to collaborate on the varying ways they can assist both the teaching staff and students with their ongoing efforts.
The School Committee remains dedicated to providing a high-quality educational experience for the students of Halifax while being mindful of the taxpayers who support our community.

HALIFAX ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

KAYNE BEAUDRY, PRINCIPAL

Halifax Elementary School is home to 590 students in Kindergarten through Grade 6. Our school provides all students with a rigorous academic program based on the current Massachusetts Curriculum Frameworks.  Classroom size varies between 18 and 25 students this school year.  Our classrooms provide an inclusion model to meet the diverse needs of children in the least restrictive environment, but we also provide out-of-class instruction when necessary.  Classroom teachers, special education teachers, and paraprofessional teachers work in collaboration with one another to deliver quality instruction to all students.  All students in Kindergarten through grade 6 receive weekly specialist instruction in Art, Music, Physical Education, Library and Computer.  HES also provides children with an opportunity to participate in chorus, after-school band and art, and health classes.  These experiences play an integral role in the complete education for all children.

We continue to provide a full day Kindergarten program for our students and a Kindergarten Countdown Program which enables parents and incoming Kindergarten students a smooth transition to Kindergarten.
In providing the best educational experience for all of our students, we have a strong support team, which includes the services of a full time School Psychologist, School Adjustment Counselor, Behaviorist, 2 Reading Specialists, a Speech Language Pathologist, 3 part time Title 1 Tutors, and part time Occupational and Physical Therapists.  We also have a district K-6 Curriculum Coordinator who works closely with each elementary school in the district to develop and enrich our current curriculum.  All grades use English Language Arts and Mathematics curriculum to connect with the Massachusetts Curriculum Frameworks Standards.  Frequently analyzing assessment data, administration and teachers collaborate to refine, revise, and strengthen teacher instruction to maximize student learning.

One of the most notable events of 2019 was Phase III of the Halifax Elementary Building Project.  The Halifax community voted to have a brand-new Fire Suppression System installed covering the entire school building.  The system was installed over the summer of 2019 after the last day of school and ready for the school opening in August.  Previously, Halifax voters approved a $7.2 million Proposition 2 ½ debt exemption to repair the roof, windows, doors, and siding to the Halifax Elementary School at a Special Town Meeting held last March.  In order to help defray the costs, the Town has received a grant from the Massachusetts School Building Authority (MSBA), which will pay for approximately $3,456,262 of the cost.  The roof was completed in November 2017 and the remainder of the job was completed in August 2019. 
Communication between home and school continues to be a high priority to keep families and the community consistently informed and involved.  We use an all school telephone messaging system to alert parents of important events, announcements, and other alerts that need to be addressed.  We also send all school email messages to deliver similar needs and are always updating our school website as well (hes.slrsd.org).   We continue to utilize our own Halifax Elementary School Facebook Page that connects the community to our classrooms and keeps parents informed about school events and daily updates of school news.  

Teachers are strongly encouraged to use classroom websites and email to communicate with parents.  These websites are great ways for parents and students to access school information.  
In addition to email and website use, many classroom teachers and specialists have incorporated various social media platforms to inform and communicate with families.

Looking towards future success in the area of technology, we continue to make improvements to our building needs for staff and students. In pursuit of academic excellence, technology is an essential learning tool. All classrooms have the use of SMART board technology, and document cameras for classroom instruction. All students from Kindergarten through Grade 6 have weekly instruction in the computer lab and utilize the STEM lab and Chromebook carts for classroom projects using Google Drive.  Working with our district technology director, we’ve added several iPads and Chromebooks to classrooms.  In grades 2 through 6 all of our students are 1-to-1 with Chromebooks and students in K and 1 have access to both iPads and Chromebooks on a daily basis.  As we move forward, we will continue to look at our technology plan to meet the ongoing needs of our students and staff.

The Halifax Elementary School has a very active and supportive Parent Teacher Organization (PTO).  We are very grateful for their continued support and efforts which directly benefit our students.  This group of highly committed parents generously donate their valuable time and effort to support our student programs and activities. They provide our school with many programs, activities, and fundraising opportunities that include Docent Art, Halloween Social, Santa’s Breakfast, Are you Smarter Than a 5th Grader, Catalogue Fundraising, and the Scholastic Book Fairs to name a few.

The School Council, which is comprised of the school principal, teachers, parents and a community member creates the Halifax Elementary School Improvement Plan.  We continue to make progress with our MCAS scores in both English Language Arts, Mathematics, and fifth grade Science.  The school faculty and administration continues to be committed to our students’ success in all grades.

We are pleased to be connected with many resources in our town including the Holmes Public Library which is physically attached to our building.  The Halifax Fire Department and Police Department provide our students with an active school safety plan, fire safety classes, and Stop the Bleed Training.  

The Police Department also volunteers their time to assist in traffic departure during school events and bus dismissal.  Officers are also visible periodically in school to connect with students during the day to strengthen our community partnership.  As we do every year, our students and staff continued to work closely with the Halifax Council on Aging and the Halifax Historical Society to stay tightly connected with the HES Community and continue to expand our relationships.  

Our school lunch program continues to serve healthy choices for our students. In addition to lunch, we now offer breakfast for students each morning as well.  We are pleased to provide parents with a convenient, easy and secure online prepayment service to deposit money into student school meal accounts at any time. This service also provides the parent with the ability to view their child’s account balance on MySchoolbucks.com.  By having money in each child’s account prior to entering the cafeteria, we find the lunch lines move along much faster, allowing more time for the students to enjoy their lunch.  Also, parents can print out copies of their child’s eating history. 

Halifax Elementary School focuses on providing all students with a safe and nurturing environment in which they can grow and learn.  In pursuit of academic excellence, we look to the year ahead with much promise.  We continue to remain focused on improvement and finding ways to achieve the success of each and every student in Halifax.

JOY BLACKWOOD
The Silver Lake Regional School District and Superintendency Union 31 School District serves the towns of Halifax, Kingston and Plympton.   The school systems work cooperatively to best meet the needs of all 3,510 students through the continued support of the towns.

2019 brought some administrative changes to the districts.  Ellen McLaughlin left Kingston Elementary School as Assistant Principal and the new Assistant Principal is Jake Galewski.  Dr. Amy Somers-Quealy left after one year as principal at Kingston Elementary School and the new Principal is Dr. Kerri Whipple.  Dr. Lisa McMahon retired after 10 years as principal of Kingston Intermediate School and Mike Bambery has stepped up to the new role after four years as Assistant Principal.  The new Assistant Principal at Kingston Intermediate School is Kaitlin Bishop.  We are excited to welcome these dedicated new administrators.

Within the Superintendency Union 31 schools 7 new professional staff were hired to replace retirements and resignations.  Silver Lake Regional Middle and High Schools welcomed 8 new members to their professional staff to fill retirements and resignations.   We thank our retiring staff for their years of dedication to our students and welcome our new staff to a wonderful community of learners.

The safety and security of our students and staff have remained a priority of the administration and school committees.  Massachusetts offered grant funding for safety and security of the schools and Silver Lake was the recipient of funds.  Additional security measures have been added to the schools particularly at the entrance to the buildings.  Thank you to the Town of Kingston for funding a full-time School Resource Officer, Rich Allen, for the Silver Lake High School after funding a part-time officer for four years.  During the spring town meetings, a warrant article was placed on both the Halifax and Plympton warrant to try and fund a part-time School Resource Officer for the Middle School.  Plympton’s portion passed and there is now an eight hour a week School Resource Officer, Officer Donovan, at the Middle School.  Hopefully next year the warrant articles will pass in both towns.  The Kingston Police have also added an eight hour per week part-time School Resource Officer, Officer Arnold, to the Kingston Elementary and Intermediate Schools.  Officer Arnold has been a most welcome addition and provided our students and staff with support and guidance and a welcome sense of security.  Plympton continues to fund Officer Smith who provides the DARE program as well as general safety and security to the building.  
Halifax supports the Elementary School through Officer McIntyre who is present at drop-offs and dismissal as well as occasional visits to the school.  

The schools benefit from the assistance of the many parent groups and classroom volunteers who help to provide our students with learning opportunities that are not funded in the budget. The PTO’s, CASA, Kingston Foundation for Education and Boosters groups are instrumental in providing enrichment opportunities including field trips, technology, equipment and materials to our students.  Without this dedicated pool of volunteers our students’ opportunities would be greatly limited.

As our schools continue to age, we truly appreciate the support of the towns and community to provide a safe and secure learning environment.  There have been major building renovations at Halifax Elementary including a new roof, windows, siding and doors, and fire sprinkler system.   Plympton has begun dealing with leaking roof concerns and general upkeep of maintenance costs.  In Kingston we also have leaking roof concerns as well as general upkeep of the buildings.  An MSBA grant was applied for the Kingston Elementary School and the two roof boilers were approved but the roof was not yet old enough to meet the criteria.  The boilers are the first step in the process of the full renovation.  At Silver Lake there have been a myriad of issues, but the most distressing has been water infiltration through the roofs.   Through the Capital Plan the Silver Lake District has been able to fund extensive renovations to the roof and facilities through the Excess and Deficiency fund.  Through this conservative budgeting there has been no financial impact on the towns.  Upkeep of our facilities and grounds has become a very real and pressing concern as part of our budget building process. 

We greatly appreciate the continued support of the towns of Halifax, Kingston and Plympton in providing excellent educational and cultural opportunities for our students.  The ongoing dedication and care provided by the administrators, professional staff and support staff to the students in their care is to be commended.   My goal as Superintendent of Schools has been to continue to provide our students with the highest quality education possible as well as a multitude of opportunities in the arts, on the playing fields, in technology as well as in the vocational fields.  We remain committed to focusing on the social emotional needs of our students through a multitude of programs and opportunities.  The safety and security of our students and staff is a priority.  Thank you for the support provided to our students and staff.  It has been an honor and privilege to have worked for the districts during the last nearly 14 years.

SILVER LAKE REGIONAL HIGH SCHOOL

MICHAELA S. GILL, PRINCIPAL
The staff and students at Silver Lake Regional High School continue to strive for achievement and excellence in all areas.  We have strong academic programs, rigorous courses, a multitude of extra-curricular offerings, and a community that rallies to support us in every way that they can. 

One area that we continue to focus on is meeting the gap narrowing goals among all students, including high needs and students with disabilities.  To improve student performance in our school, we are working with our special education department, curriculum coordinators and department chairs to analyze assessment data.  We will continue to work to improve our practices in order to meet our gap narrowing goals.  We are confident that our student performance will continue to improve. 

It is the collective goal of all of our teachers, Department Chairpersons, Curriculum Coordinators and Administration for every student to score Proficient or Advanced on the English Language Arts, Science and Mathematics MCAS exams.  MCAS results from Spring 2019 indicate that 99% of our students passed the ELA exam. Ninety seven percent of our students passed the Mathematics exam on the first testing period and 97% of our students passed the Physics MCAS exam. 
The Class of 2019 met the graduation requirements set forth by the Silver Lake Regional School Committee and on June 1, 2019, 256 students graduated during our commencement ceremony. Graduates were joined by members of the Class of 1969, celebrating their 50th reunion, as well as proud family members and friends.  A few days earlier, members of the Class of 2019 received $160,000 in local scholarships and awards.  Many students also received additional scholarships granted directly from the colleges and universities they enrolled in. 

In May 2019, we had 256 students take 558 Advanced Placement exams.  The average score across 18 AP exams was 3.51! Student achievement on the SAT exam continues to grow. The average SAT score for students in the Class of 2019 was 592 in Critical Reading and Writing, and 595 in Mathematics.

Our students are successful outside of the classroom as well. Members of the student body participate in extracurricular activities such as student government, class council, clubs and service organizations, National Honor Society, music, drama and athletics. 

At Silver Lake Regional High School, we believe in the success of each and every student.  We work together as a staff to support our students in a safe learning environment built on trust and respect for one another. 
SILVER LAKE REGIONAL MIDDLE SCHOOL
JAMES E. DUPILLE, PRINCIPAL
This is truly an exciting and historic time at Silver Lake Regional Middle School. Our academic program continues to get stronger, rigorous and rich and our extra-curricular offerings remain vibrant. Most importantly, student achievement is at an all-time high.  As we continue to grow our academic programming, our focus remains on student achievement and maximizing growth for all students.  

The State classifies all schools into one of five categories (Schools of Recognition, Meeting Targets, Partially Meeting Targets, Focused/Targeted Support, Broad/Comprehensive Support).  This year, SLRMS was in the Partially Meeting Targets category.  

SLRMS 2019 MCAS 2.0 scores in ELA shows 60% of our students scored in the Meeting or Exceeding Expectations range, and we were 8% above the state average.  In Mathematics, 60% of our students scored in the Meeting or Exceeding Expectations range, and we were 11% above the state average.  In 2019 Science MCAS, 60% of our students scored in the Meeting or Exceeding Expectations range, and we were 13% above the State Average.
All departments are working on writing to text, common assessments, and evaluating student data.  Each department will be incorporating literacy, numeracy and interdisciplinary units into their curriculum.  

Also, we expanded our program of studies to include the following new courses at SLRMS for 2019:

· Ancient Civilizations II

· United States and Massachusetts Government and Civic Life    

· Computer Science for Innovators and Makers (Grade Eight Elective)

· World Cultures

To communicate effectively with our community, we continue to utilize and expand the use of ParentSquare our communication platform.  We use the ParentSquare messaging system to alert all homes of important events or announcements.  Also, each faculty member has an email account and a phone extension to facilitate communication with parents.  Each teacher is also encouraged to have their own website. 
Also, we publish a summer newsletter, a monthly parent information letter, schedule six days for parent conferences, and encourage parents to access PowerSchool regularly.

In addition to the pursuit of academic excellence, students participate and make a difference in a variety of ways beyond the classroom. Over 87% of the student body participates in extra-curricular activities or athletics at SLRMS. Musical and dramatic productions continue to inspire. 

Our goal at SLRMS is to provide all students with a safe and nurturing environment in which they can learn and grow.  We remain focused on our Core Values of Respect, Responsibility, and Academic Excellence, embracing the theme of One World, One School, and One Family as a school community.
