Francis Murphy has closed Twin Lakes Liquors and the business is under agreement with a new owner.  Joel Richman of Commercial Business Brokers wants the Board to invoke MGL Chapter 137, Section 77 and cancel the license.  Seelig does not see any reason to do this at this time as he feels that Murphy should be given the opportunity to sell the business and transfer the license.  If in the future progress is not being made, then the Board can revert to this option but done at their discretion.  Garron said that they normally do not anything with a license unless they are in violation.  Millias agreed with Seelig saying that there is no need to rush.  Andrews also agreed.  
Monponsett Pond

MA Natural Heritage is requiring that the Town conduct a mussel survey of East Monponsett Pond before any algae remediation work can be done.  This will delay work on the East pond but in the meantime Seelig has asked SOLitude to have West Monponsett treated.  Andrews asked what the timeframe for treatment is and Garron said early May or June before the bloom.
