Meeting came to order at 6:00 p.m. with Selectmen Troy E. Garron and Gordon C. Andrews present.  Millias arrived at 6:27 p.m. 
The following business was discussed:

GENERAL MAIL / DISCUSSIONS
Article 1

John Collins asked that the town Passover this Article (amending Chapter 167-7 (zoning schedule of use regulations).  Planning Board met last Thursday but did not make a recommendation therefore we cannot do anything with this Article.  They posted this evening for 7:30 p.m. but Seelig was not sure if they were going to get quorum.  
Article 2

Amending Chapter 167, Section 7(D) (15), paragraph 1.  Based on information that Seelig provided Andrews does not recommend.

Moved by Andrews and seconded by Garron, the Board unanimously voted not to recommend this Article. 

Article 3

Amend Chapter 167-7 (zoning definitions).  Changes in letter from Chapter 94H to Chapter 94G.  Andrews will move the Article.
Moved by Andrews and seconded by Garron, the Board unanimously voted to recommend this Article.

Article 4

Amend Chapter 167-7 (D) (12) (zoning specific use regulations).  Changing wording from renewed to reviewed.  Garron will move this Article.
Moved by Andrews and seconded by Garron, the Board unanimously voted to recommend this Article.

Article 5

Amend Chapter 167-7 (C) (zoning schedule of use regulations).  The idea of this article is to add a second use.  Seelig suggested meeting with Planning board, ZBA and land counsel to work on this.  Andrews will make the motion to passover this Article.
Moved by Andrews and seconded by Garron, the Board unanimously voted to passover this Article.

Article 6

Amend Chapter 167-8 (E) (non-conforming uses).  Seelig suggest going back to land counsel to work on this.  Garron will make the motion to passover this Article. 
Moved by Andrews and seconded by Garron, the Board unanimously voted to passover this Article.
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Article 7

Amend Chapter 167-3 (definitions).  This is a Planning Board Article and Seelig stated he is not going to speak on it.  Millias stated there needs to be more clarification on multi-family development and multi-family dwellings – what do the mean?  Garron stated that if it is not going to benefit the public then why do it.  He thinks each Board member should speak individually on it.  
Moved by Andrews and seconded by Garron, the Board unanimously voted not to recommend this Article.
Article 8

Amend Chapter 167-7D2 (specific uses).  

Moved by Andrews and seconded by Garron, the Board unanimously voted not to recommend this Article.

Article 9

Amend Chapter 167-10 (general density).  

Moved by Andrews and seconded by Garron, the Board unanimously voted not to recommend this Article.

Article 10
Amend Chapter 167-12 (density regulations for specific use).  

Moved by Andrews and seconded by Garron, the Board unanimously voted not to recommend this Article.

Article 11

Amend Chapter 167-28 (site plan requirements).  

Moved by Andrews and seconded by Garron, the Board unanimously voted to recommend this Article.

Article 12

Amend Chapter 167-11 (table of dimensional and density regulations).  

Moved by Garron and seconded by Andrews, the Board unanimously voted not to recommend this Article.

Article 13

Town’s share for Chapter 90.
Moved by Andrews and seconded by Garron, the Board unanimously voted to recommend this Article.

Article 14

PILOT agreement for proposed facility on River Street.  Seelig recommended passing over this Article.  Millias will move to passover this Article.
Moved by Andrews and seconded by Garron, the Board unanimously voted to passover this Article.

Article 15

Transfer $2,369.85 from available funds to pay an outstanding FY2019 bill from K P Law. Garron will move this Article.
Moved by Garron and seconded by Andrews, the Board unanimously voted to recommend this Article. 
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Article 16

Request legislative delegation for Robert G. Gaynor to continue as a Special Police Office for the Town of Halifax until September 7, 2026.  Garron will move this Article and Chief Chaves will speak on it.
Moved by Andrews and seconded by Millias, the Board unanimously voted to recommend this Article.

Article 17

Request legislative delegation for Article 97 allowing the Commonwealth of MA to transfer ownership of a parcel of land on Aldana Road to the Town of Halifax.  Millias will move this Article. 
Moved by Andrews and seconded by Millias, the Board unanimously voted to recommend this Article.

Article 18

Transfer $75,000 from the Stabilization Fund to purchase a parcel on land on Aldana Road from Plymouth County.  Millias will move this Article. 

Moved by Andrews and seconded by Millias, the Board unanimously voted to recommend this Article.

Article 19

Transfer $30,000 from available funds to the Unemployment fund. 

Moved by Andrews and seconded by Millias, the Board unanimously voted to recommend this Article.

Article 20

To accept ownership of Map 20, Lot 950 on the Assessors’ maps.  Millias will moved this Article.
Moved by Millias and seconded by Andrews, the Board unanimously voted to recommend this Article.

Article 21

Approve the by-law for Halifax construction phase stormwater management and soil erosion control.  Seelig will explain this Article. 
Moved by Garron and seconded by Andrews, the Board unanimously voted to recommend this Article.
