Meeting came to order at 2:00 p.m. with Selectmen, Thomas Millias, Gordon C. Andrews and Troy E. Garron present.
The following business was discussed:

GENERAL MAIL / DISCUSSIONS

Compost at 415 Thompson Street

Corrie Monti came in to see if a permit is required for the removal of “compost” at the above location.  Monti stated that John Peck asked him to come in and talk with the Board.  Seelig stated it is not Joe Peck but John.  Millias asked what type of material is it and Monti said de-compost material/weeds, woodchips, manure.  Millias then asked if they could look at the material and he said absolutely.
Andrews was told Joey was in control and Millias said we can check with Assessors – John is the trustee.  Millias further said that the BOS previously waived the site plan so if falls under the by-law that this is earth removal then a site plan is needed.  
Seelig asked how much is there and Monti said 800-1,000 yards.
Seelig then asked if anything off-site has been brought to property and he said not really.

Millias was told that stuff was brought on-site, so a visit is not required but if John does not want the BOS down there then there is no removing of any material and that all three Board should be able to go there.  
All three Board members wanted to go there.

Moved by Garron and second by Andrews, the Board unanimously voted to convene on the property of 415 Thompson Street to inspect the material.
Roof Contract – Pope’s Tavern
Moved by Andrews and seconded by Garron, the Board unanimously voted to award the contract for the Repair & Replace Roof at Pope’s Tavern/COA to E5 Builders, LLC.
Election 2020 Grant

Moved by Garron and seconded by Andrews, the Board unanimously authorized the Chair, Thomas Millias, to sign the Election 2020 Grant on behalf of the Board.
Heating Oil for Town Buildings

Received two bids, Seelig is recommending award to Devaney Energy Inc. 

Moved by Garron and seconded by Andrews, the Board unanimously voted to award the contract for the delivery of heating oil to Halifax’s municipal buildings to Devaney Energy Inc. 
Greenwood, Emergency Vehicles - Fire Pumper
Greenwood offered a couple of payment options for the payment of the pumper.  Basically, the sooner we pay the less money we pay.  They are giving us an annual 2.75% discount meaning if we wanted to pay the full amount (within the next couple of weeks) minus the discount the town would save almost $14,000.  
If we want to pay a sum of money early, we still get that discount but only on the money that has been paid.  Seelig talked to the Town Accountant Nolan and she said the rate is very attractive.  
Chief Viveiros said that a performance bond will be written into the contract for the full amount ($555,373).

Millias said we could do something else with the $14,000 the Town was saving – he was good with 2.75% as long as there is a performance bond.  Garron had no issues.
