Passing Over Articles 

There will be a handout on the table that will have 6 Articles (8, 10, 13, 42, 51 & 52) that the Board hopes will be passed over right at the beginning of Town Meeting.  

Article 57 – Stormwater Management 

This by law was adopted at Town Meeting last September.  The Attorney General’s Office recommends some technical corrections in the by law.   Seelig and Attorney Mayo will speak on it. 
Article 53 – Floodplain District Regulations 

There are very few changes in the floodplain maps   There are some changes in the definitions that the Federal Government says the Town must have.  FEMA requires this change.  

Article 46 – Fraud Risk Assessment
Even though no incidents have occurred the auditors recommend that the Town have policies and procedures in place.  The amount requested for this Article is $50,000 because the other bid at $33,200 was not a good one.  
Article 31 – Document Management System 

The amount for this Article is $32,000.  Andrews asked what company was going to do it.  Seelig will ask Calouro.
