Sergeant’s Contract

Article 32 – CoA Project – Renovations to Halifax Museum 
Andrews is recommending moving forward with $140,000 for the drawing & plans even though the figure for the overall project has come in much higher that what was previously quoted due to the cost of everything going up at this time.  This is the best solution the that Building Needs Committee could come up with.  ARPA money cannot be used for the project.  He did say the other option would be a community build which would cut down on the cost.  DiSesa suggested  holding off until a Special Town Meeting because lots of money has been spent on engineering and drawings and we continue to have the same problem which is at the last hour figures come in higher than what was expected.  Andrews agreed with her and stated that he does not think they are going to get a better number.  The figure came in on Friday (5/6) at 5:30 p.m.   DiSesa asked where the money gong is to come from, and Andrews said debt exclusion.  She further said that this was supposed to cost nothing to the taxpayers.  Again, Andrews understands this but felt this is the best option.
