DISCUSSIONS

James Walters – Appt. - Information Technology & Communications Advisory Committee
Mr. Walters has been recommended to join the Information Technology and Communications Advisory Committee. 
Moved by Bruno and seconded by Selig, the Board unanimously appointed James Walters to the 
Information Technology & Communications Advisory Committee.
GATRA Presentation - Halifax Potentially Joining the Regional Transit Authority
GATRA is a state and federal funded regional transit authority. GATRA serves about 29 communities currently.  If Halifax chooses to join GATRA, they will provide the senior shuttle and the Town would pay GATRA instead of MBTA.  We would invoice GATRA for the services provided and they would reimburse the town.  We can choose what services we want provided to the town from GATRA.  There would also be no change in the current services we are currently giving the residents.  Darlene Reagan is recommending the town join GATRA. GATRA will do the vehicle maintenance and apply for grants for the replacement vehicles. 
Moved by Bruno and seconded by Selig, the Board unanimously voted to request that Halifax join GATRA.  
Monponsett Events LLC - Change in Manager - Alcoholic Beverage License 
A request to change the Manager from Ronald E. Porzio to Jonathan Saphire was submitted by the owner, Jonathan Saphire.
Moved by Bruno and seconded by Selig, the Board unanimously authorized the change in Manager to Jonathan Saphire at Monponsett Events LLC. 
Approval of Intermunicipal Agreement for Public Health Excellence Grant
Health Agent, Bob Vallery presented to the Board a few meetings ago a Public Health Excellence Grant that would provide funds for health services that go above and beyond.  There are multiple communities participating in this grant.  The Boad of Selectmen and Board of Health all need to be in agreement of the terms. 
Moved by Selig and seconded by Bruno, the Board unanimously approved the Intermunicipal Agreement for Public Health Excellence Grant.
Pine Street Intersection Improvements
There has been a few car accidents since the Pine Street bridge has opened back up to motorists. Haddad recommended to the Board that they request approximately $30,000 from Capital Planning for a road safety audit to be done by an engineer. 
Frank Johnston an Elm St resident requested that the town look into the blinking lights near the intersection because the solar operated signs are not always operating. 
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MBTA Action Plan
Cody Haddad spoke the consultant who we hired the assist with the MBTA action plan and is hoping to have a report for us by this week.
