NOTICE TO CONTRACTORS

The Town of Halifax (the “Authority”) is issuing this Request for Bids (“RFB”) to invite general contractors to submit bids for work in connection with the Authority’s repair and replacement of the ramp on the parking lot side of the Halifax Town Hall located at 499 Plymouth Street to (the Project). This Request for Bids, as described below.

This Request for Bids is issued pursuant to: (a) the Authority’s enabling act, Chapter 773 of the Acts of 1960, as amended, (b) M.G.L. c. 149, §§ 1-13, and all other applicable laws and regulations.

Bids will be received no later than 3:00 pm, May 3, 2021.  
All bids to be submitted to Board of Selectmen, 499 Plymouth Street, Halifax, MA 02338. 

Public Bid Opening will be held on Monday, May 3, 2021 at 3:05pm at the Selectman’s Office at 499 Plymouth Street, Halifax, MA 02338.

Bidders are reminded to check the web site for any addenda.

	Project Description: The project is to repair and replace the ramp on the parking lot side of the Halifax Town Hall, 499 Plymouth Street, Halifax, MA 02338 including but not limited to the construction of a new ramp, replacement of the “porch”, and dismemberment and removal of the old ramp.

Messenger and other types of delivery services are the agents of the respective Contractor Bidders, and the Authority assumes no responsibility for delivery or receipt of documents.

Each Contractor Bid must be secured by an accompanying bid deposit in the form of a bid bond in the amount of 5% of the total bid, including all alternates, issued by a surety company qualified to do business under the laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts and whose name appears on U.S. Treasury Department Circular 570.

Each prequalified Contractor selected to execute a Contract with the Authority will be required to furnish a performance bond and a labor and materials payment bond, each in the amount of 100% of their Contract Price, issued by a surety company qualified to do business under the laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts and whose name appears on U.S. Treasury Department Circular 570. 

The wage rates to be paid on the Project shall be not less than the Prevailing Wage Rates, in effect from time to time, as established for the Project by the Commonwealth of Massachusetts – Division of Occupational Safety in conformance with MGL c. 149, §§ 26–27H.  

The Authority reserves the right to waive any informalities in and to reject any and all bids if it be in the best interest of the Authority to do so.

INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS
1.
GENERAL

1.1
Invitation to Bid.  This Contractor Request for Bids (RFB) is an invitation to contractor firms to submit bids to provide all labor, materials, equipment, tools, supplies, supervision, coordination, administration, and all other items or services required to fully complete the contract work which is the subject of the RFB in accordance with the Contract Documents.
1.2
Bidding Procedures.  Bidding procedures will follow M.G.L. c. 149, § 8.

GENERAL CONTRACTOR BIDS

3.1
Bid Form.  To receive consideration, all General Bid submissions shall be made in writing using the bid forms provided in these bidding documents with all items properly filled out, giving prices for work proposed, with numbers stated both in words and in figures; and shall be signed in longhand by the Bidder and shall give his business address.  The completed form must be without alterations, erasures or additions not requested.

3.2
Bid Deposit.  The General Contractor Bid Form shall be accompanied by a bid deposit in the form of a bid bond, in the amount of five percent (5%) of the bid, including all alternates, issued by a surety company licensed to do business in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, the name of which company appears on U.S. Treasury Department Circular 570.  No other form of bid security will be accepted.  
3.3
Bid Deposit Forfeiture.  If selected to receive the General Contract in connection with this Project, in case of refusal or failure to enter into the proposed contract and furnish required bonds as stated in its General Bid, the Bidder shall forfeit the bid deposit and the amount shall become the property of the Authority as liquidated damages, provided that the amount of the bid deposit subject to forfeiture shall not, in any event, exceed the difference between the Bidder’s price and the bid price of the next lowest responsible and eligible Bidder.  However, in case of death, disability, bona fide clerical or mechanical error of a substantial nature, or other unforeseen circumstances affecting the General Bidder, the bid deposit shall be returned to the General Bidder.
3.4
Pre-Bid Preparation.  Before submitting a Bid, each Bidder is to thoroughly examine and be familiar with the Plans and Specifications.

3.5
Bid Understanding.  By submitting a Bid, the Bidder represents and certifies that  (a) it has carefully reviewed the Construction Documents, including all documents that specify the bidding requirements, and all documents that pertain to the Project and the Contractor’s work, and the Bidder understands all such documents, and its Contractor Bid is made in accordance therewith.

Delivery of Bids.  
1. Each seal bid should be in a seal envelop. On the envelop, it should be clearly marked with:

3. Each Bidder shall provide cost for Allowance and Unit Price per specification.  
· Allowance for repointing bricks motor joints for 100 linear feet.

· Unit Price for repointing brick joints per linear foot.
3.7
Addenda to be referenced in Bids.  Any Addendum forming a part of the Construction Documents or issued during the bidding process shall be referenced in the Contract Bid Form and will be part bid and shall be a part of the Contract. 


Addenda, if issued, will be posted to the town website. Contractors are encouraged to check the website for any addenda. It shall be the sole responsibility of the Contractor to ascertain the existence of any and all addenda.
3.8
Rejection of Bids.  The Authority reserves the right to reject any and all bids if it determines that such action is in the best interest of the Authority.  Any bid which is incomplete, conditional, or otherwise obscure or non-responsive may be considered invalid and the Authority may reject such bid.  In addition, the Authority may reject any bid which is not prepared and submitted in accordance with all requirements of this Request for Bids or which contains additions, alterations, contingencies or additions not called for, errors or irregularities of any kind.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Authority reserves the right to waive any and all informalities or minor irregularities.

BONDS

4.1
Release of Bid Deposit.  The Bid Deposit of any firm that is not awarded Contract shall be returned to the Bidder.  
4.2
Performance Bond.  Winning bidder shall furnish a performance bond for the full amount (100%) of the contract price.  The performance bond shall be in the form of AIA A312-2010 Performance Bond, which shall be filled out properly and contain no modifications of the standard terms, and shall be signed in longhand, witnessed, and submitted with and as part of the Contract.
4.3
Payment Bond.  Winning bidder shall furnish with the executed a labor and material or payment bond in the sum of One Hundred percent (100%) of the Contract price.  The payment bond shall be in the form of AIA A312-2010 Payment Bond which shall be filled out properly and contain no modifications of the standard terms, and shall be signed in longhand, witnessed, and submitted with and as part of the Contract.  

4.4
Power-of-Attorney Certification.  Each Attorney-in-fact who signs contract bonds must file with each PERFORMANCE BOND and PAYMENT BOND a certified copy of his or her power of attorney to sign said bonds.

Bond Premium Payment.  The premiums for the performance bond and the payment bond shall be paid by the bidder and shall be included in the bid.

PRE-BID CONFERENCE


Pre-bid Conference.  A pre-bid conference at 9:00am, Wednesday, April 21 at Halifax Town Hall, 499 Plymouth Street, Halifax, MA 02338. COVID protocols will be followed.
6.
INSURANCE 

Each Contractor shall furnish at its sole cost and expense all insurance required for the Project. Winning bidder must furnish proof of insurance with the limits and conditions listed below.
6.1 
General Liability of at least $1,000,000 Bodily Injury and Property Damage Liability, Combined Single Limit with a $3,000,000 Annual Aggregate Limit.  The Town should be named as an "Additional Insured".  Products and Completed Operations should be maintained for up to 3 years after the completion of the project.

6.2
Automobile Liability (applicable for any contractor who has an automobile operating exposure) of at least $1,000,000 Bodily Injury and Property Damage per accident.  The Town should be named as an "Additional Insured".

6.3
Workers' Compensation Insurance as required by law. Architects and Engineers Professional Liability (applicable for any architects or engineers involved in the project) of at least $1,000,000/occurrence, $3,000,000 aggregate.  The Town should be named as an Additional Insured.

6.4
Property Coverage for materials and supplies being transported by the contractor, as the Town’s Property Contract provides coverage for personal property within 1000 feet of the premises.

6.5
Umbrella Liability of at least $5,000,000/ occurrence, $5,000,000/aggregate.  The Town should be named as an Additional Insured.

6.6
Waiver of Subrogation - The Town will delete any Waiver of Subrogation Language in its entirety from any contract the Municipality enters into.

7.
CONTRACT AWARD

7.1
Reading of Bids.  Bids will be opened on the bid due date immediately following the deadline for submission of bids.  

7.2
Number of Responsive Bids.  In accordance with the requirements of M.G.L. c. 149, if the Authority receives fewer than three (3) responsive bids, the lowest bid exceeds the estimated cost for the project, the Awarding Authority shall attempt to negotiate an acceptable price with the bidder submitting the lowest bid.  If the negotiations are unsuccessful, the Awarding Authority shall terminate negotiations with the lowest bidder and shall initiate negotiations with the second lowest prequalified bidder.  If the Awarding Authority is unsuccessful in negotiating an acceptable price with the lowest bidder and second lowest bidder, the Awarding Authority, shall solicit additional bids.
7.3
Execution of Contracts.  Winning Bidder awarded a Contract shall execute the Contract.  The Contractor shall return an executed Contract including the required performance and payment bonds, insurance certificates, and any other required documents to the Awarding Authority within ten (10) business days of receipt of the notice.

CONTRACTOR’S CERTIFICATE OF ELIGIBILITY AND UPDATE STATEMENT

QUESTIONS


Bidders shall not communicate with the Authority, or any of their representatives, including the Architect, at any time during the Bidding process either directly or indirectly in connection with this RFB, except through submission of written questions as prescribed in this section, and any Bidder that does contact any such person other than by submission in such manner, may be subject to disqualification and rejection of its Bid.

Only written Addenda issued as described in this Section shall be effective to modify this Invitation to Bid.  Bidders may not rely upon any oral statements or communications, and the Authority will not be bound by them.


The Authority will not be responsible for, and a Bidder may not rely upon or use as the basis of any claim or protest against the Authority, or a consultant of the Authority, any information, explanation, or interpretation of this Request for Bids rendered in any fashion except as explicitly herein provided.
10.
PREVAILING WAGE RATES

The wage rates to be paid with respect to all Work on the Project shall be in accordance with M.G.L. c.149, §§26-27F, and shall be no less than the prevailing wage rates as established for the Project by the Commonwealth of Massachusetts Department of Labor – Division of Occupational Safety (“Prevailing Wage Rates”).

EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY, NON-DISCRIMINATION AND AFFIRMATIVE ACTION
