MINUTES OF THE

HALIFAX CONSERVATION COMMISSION

May 23, 2006

A meeting of the Halifax Conservation Commission was held on Tuesday, May 23, 2006, in the Great Hall.  Gerry Fitzgerald, opened meeting at 7:10 p.m.

Cont. NOI – 316 Plymouth St – Peck/P&B - (delineation)

Tina Tonello recused herself as she is an abutter.  Present John Peck and Attorney Robert Krause, representative for John Peck, Attorney Robert Krause  spoke, he does not agree with delineation, as the history of the property is not consistent with the current findings.  Sharon LaPorte’s assessment  leaves the property as unusable.  The run-off from deteriated drainage system does not make it a wetland.  P & B would like to compromise, save time, energy and money….they are willing, if able to develop the land, they will fix the drainage problem, which is the reason for the area becoming wetlands.  It’s a fair solution, as the wetlands according to past history is man made caused by the drain easement.  They are willing to replace the piping which has deteriated over the years.  Conservation Commission is concerned with where the run off will go.  Can the town redirect the water?  P & B this is a sensible solution by way of compromise.  Developer with fix drainage issue.  Agent stated proposal will result in 31,900 square feet of wetland fill.  Agent suggested to deny application and applicant can appeal to DEP.   Atty. Krause says Sharon LaPorte basically created bvw to make parcel unusable and it is the Halifax Conservation Commission’s decision to make not DEP’s.  Erin would like town to fix drainage.   Gerry agrees that this has been before the board many times, and doesn’t need to be postponed…

Present: Tyler Nims and applicants, Mr & Mrs. Glinski.  Mr. Nims presented  plans.

Commission asked about location of perk test.  Different area for septic won’t perk just because it’s built up.  Tried 2 spots, septic is a straight system.  Concerned with bvw area, there is a change in material as you move away from the area… clay – sandy clay.  The repair is on the line of 50’ bvw.  The system is better than a cesspool which is existing.  Variance for 25’ is needed.

DEP came out to site (Don Connick from Solid Waste Division), still waiting for his review to be conducted.  Should continue hearing until review is completed.
